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On this page a map of Albania and
some diagrames showing the economic and
cultural development of our country during
the 60 vears are shown. Figuratively and
through graphs you can clearly see the achie-
vements accomplished in the latest two Five-
Year Plans. These however are only a part
of the successes achieved for, not all the
various fields are shown here, nor can you
see the ways that were used and the toil that
was necessary to overcome the difficulties to
reach the present stage.

In the years of the people's power,
Albania’s economic and cultural develop-
ment has been marked by high rates which
have transformed the face of our country.
At the beginning of the 60 years in February
1961, in the Fourth Congress of the PLA it
was pointed out that the economic base of
socialism had been built and that Albania
had entered the stage of the complete con-
struction of the socialist society. This Con-
gress approved the Third Five-Year Plan

which laid stress on industrial development
without neglecting agriculture,

The balance-sheet of the Third Five-Year
Plan showed that during 1961-85, 430 in-
dustrial, agricultural, social and cultural
projects in our country were built, this
figure being two times larger than that of
the Second Five-Year Plan.

In November 1966, the Fifth Congress
of the Party approved the directives of the
Fourth Five-Year Plan. The tasks of this
period consisted in the acceleration of the
rates of development, aiming at the complete
constructing of the material and technical
base of socialism, at turning Albania from
agrarian-industrial country into an in-
dustrial-agrarian and later on into an in-
dustrial country with an advanced agricul-
ture. The time limit of the Fourth-Five-
Year Plan is set for the end of this year but
many of its objectives are already completed.
It is certain that this plan will be overful-
filled.

This decade not only marked a 2.4
times production increase (as compared with
the yvear 1960) in the field of industry but
also changed and greatly enriched the
structure of Iindustrial production. Many
new important branches of our economy were
established. The oil processing industry was
extended, the extracting and processing
copper industry greatly advanced, the iron-
nickel industry and black metallurgical in-
dustry were born, the true chemical in-
dustry, glass, paper, rubber and plasties
industry were created as well as many other
branches. The wvalue of one per cent in-
crease of industrial production in 1969
represented 42 million leks, whereas in 1960
it was valued at 14 million leks. The strides
of this decade have been fruitful in the field
of agriculture too. During this decade the
complete collectivization of agriculture even
in the mountainous areas was made. The

total agricultural production has increased

with each passing year. The annual average
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
