On November 8th of this year 40
years will be comp'eted from the
day when the Party of Labour of
Albania wos founded. The Alba-
nian people, under the leadership
of the Party, have made the grea-
test progress ever in their centuries-
long history, the country has achie-
ved most radical economic, social
and cultural transfermations.

With the Party at the head, the
people liberated the country from
the invaders, liquidated all depen-
dence on imperiaksm, achieved
complete freedom and natiorial in-
dependence, and have become
masters of their own fates; have
liquidated the grave economic and
cultural bdckwardness and  the
economic  hase of feudalism
and capitalism; have built a mul-
ti-branched economy with deve-
loped industry and modern agricul-
ture; have built the economic ba-
se of socialism: in town and
countryside. Education and cultu-
re, formerly the privilege of a mi-
nornity -of people, of the well-to-
do- clases, now have become the
property of the broad people's
masses. The well-being reached
today is beyond comparison with
that of the past. The average life
expectation of man has been rai-
sed to neatly 70 years, against 38

years it was before Liberation, Al-
bania has kned itself up amongst
the few completely electrified
countries of the world. it is the
first and only country in the world
without taxes, and taxation. Like-
wise, it is the only country which
has no  external debts, which
knows no economic, political and
spiritual crises, a country in which
unemployment, inflation, prise in-
creases — which are inherent ul-
cers of the countries of the capital-
ist and revisionist world, do not
exist. In no country have the
working people so much freedom
and self-security, so much unsha-
ken faith in the present and in the
future. Under the leadership of
the Party, socialist Albania forges
ahead non-stop, on the road of
socialism, defying the imperialist-
revisionist encirclement, the cons-
tant pressure and blockade.

How did the Party of Labour (the
Coimmunist Party) of Albania suc-
ceed in becoming the leader of
the people?

ft is known that this attribute is
not achieved either with fervent
prayers, or with orders and dec-
rees.

The Porty of Labour of Albanid
was occepted by the people as
their leader in the Anti-fascist Na-
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tional Liberation War only ten
months after the day of its found-
ing. And it ‘has remained so
throughout all the time — the leqg-
‘der of the revolution and of the

socialist construction of the coun-

try. e

It reached this result, in the
first place, due to its ever cor-
rect, revolutionary political line.
This line has always responded te
the political, economic, social and
cultural demands of the people, to
the fundamental interests of the
peopie, to the interests of socialism
on a notional and  international
scale.

In working out ist political line,
the Party of Labour of Albania al-
ways has been guided by the prin-
ciples of Marxism-Leninism and
by the objective laws of the re-
volution and social'sm, frem which
these principles, are derived. It has
apptied the Marxist-Leninist prin-
ciples in a creative manner.

The working out and the imple-
mentation of the line of the Party
are always characterized by the
spirit of proletarian  principles,
which have served as the principal
factor for the correct definition of
the strategic aims and the prog-
rammatic tasks in each stage of
the revolution, for avoiding the
danger of slipping into opportu-
nism and sectarianism, into prag-
matism and subjectivism. [n this
manner it has been able to grasp
the main link in the host of prob-
lems, to be always farsighted and
see clearly into the future, to find
the corect bearings in the compli-
cated internal and external situa-
tions, to reduce into dust the inter-
ferences, by the Yugoslav, Soviet
and Chinese revisionists into the
internal affairs of the Party and
the country, to work out and, imple-
fmment in an independent manner
its own internal and externdl
Marxist-Leninist policy.
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An expresion of the proletarian
principled stand is alsc the prac-
tice of the Party of relying on its
own forces, which it has always
followed with great consistency.

. This is a revolutionary practice, the
roots of which go deep in the great

Marxist-Leninist principles, and ac-
cording to which the internal fac-
tor is decisive while the external
factor is ouxiliary. Guided by this
policy, the Albanian people have
not begged for their freedom and
independence from the imperialist
countries and from the internal
exploiting classes, they have ne-
ver waited for others to bring them
their freedom from outside. Similary
the builindg of socialist society,
the development of the economy
and culture, as well as the defence
of the gains of the revolution. have
never been conditioned on aid
from outside.

‘Relying on its own forces and .

considering the infernal factor to
be the determining one, the Party

“has never underrated the external

factor, the support of the proletariat
and of all the progressive and the
freedom-ioving forces of the world.
This suport has been powerful,
both during the National Libera-
ton War and after Liberation. Ex-
perience has confirmed ‘that the
more a people are capable of
gaining and defending their free-
dom and independence, of build-
ing socialism with their own for-
ces, the greater is the support of
the external revolutionary, progres-
sive and freedom-loving forces. .
The Pdrty of Labowr of Albania
has been able to realize its leader-
ship in the revolution and the
socialist construction because it
has built steel-like links with the
large people’s masses, because
this line has been adopted by the
masses and has, become their own
line. The masses, together with their
Party and under its leadership, ha-

ve fought with all their forces for
putting into practice the correct
revolutionary line of the Party.

This has been realized on the
basis of the faith which the mas-
ses had in the correctness of the
Party and in its capacity to make
this line o reality.

A reliable weapon “n the crea-
tion of this faith has been the
extensive politicad and ideological
work of the Party amongst  the
masses, the realistic, understand-
able, clear, combative, differen-
tiated propaganda. And the main
role: in this is played by the revo-
lutionary action. The Party has al-
ways followed the principle accord-
ing to which words, must be mat-
ched with deeds, with the perso-
nal example of the communists,
as fighters of the vanguard. This
is connected with the fact that
the faith in the correctness of the
political line of the Party -emana-
tes from the experience of the mas-
ses themselves. In all its activity,
the Party has followed the prin-
ciple that the revolution 's the work
of the mases, that socialism.. is
built and defended by the masses;
that the Party of the working class

‘mokes them conscious.

The steel-like links between. the
Party of Labour and the masses
are built on sound oraanizational
foundations. Comrad= Enver Hoxha
teaches us that only the links with
the organized masses are real and
fasting links. The Party of Labour
of Albania has created the social
orgnizations of the masses, the De-
mocratic Front, the Trade Unions,
the Labour Youth Union,; the Wo-
men’s Union, wh'ch are powerful
levers for the -implementation of
its political line, for the realiza-
tion of the proletarian revolutio-
nary leadership. - L

- The close links between the Par-

ty and the masses have protected

it from the destructive efforts and

atempts on the part of the class
enemy, The Party has always pre-
pared the maosses and - its own
members to cope with the attacks
und to overcome the warious dif-
ficulties and obstacles which ine-
vitably arise all along the road of
the revolution. As o consequence,
it has never been caught unawa-
red in the face of the grave situa-
tions created by the enemies. In
such situations, - it - has  always
shown itself to be wise, mature and
courageous, and has told the
masses about the real state of
things, has oddressed itself to
them,. and has firmly relied on
them and haos emerged triump-
hant. : S
That the Party of Labour al-
ways has followed a correct Marx-
ist-Leninist line this .is borne out
by the foct that the revolution;
which has developed. uninterrup-
tedly in Albania, has never suffe-
red set-backs or deviated marked-
y,. but always has developed on
an - ascending line. .
The Party of Labour of Albania
not only has been the sole leader-
ship of the Albanian people, but
also the sole Party in the country.
From its creation it expresed its

readiness for collobaration with the

other anti-facist parties, if such
parties existed or were to be crea-
ted. However no such parties exis-
ted or were created, and this main-
ly due to the fact that the. section
of the patriotic minded bourgeoi-
sie of the country, which was for
the struggle against the invaders,
was economically and politically
weak, due 1o the fact that the lar-
ge people's masses, which soon
saw in the Communist Party the
only capable leader of -the war,
had no need for any other kind
of party., The historical fact of the
absence of any other political par-
ty in the country, apart from the
PLA, was a great advantage to the
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working class, to the people, to
the revolution and socialism in
Albania. This gave the Party the
possibility of carrying out better
and more easily its leading role,
in the quality of the party of the
working class, in all the stages of
the revolution.

The revelution in Albania triump-
hed through the armed uprising of
the people and could not hove
triumphed otherwise. It is also de-
fended by the armed people. The
regular armed forces are only part
of the defence of the country. The
socialist Homeland is defended by
the entire people, the people who
train themselves for the popular
warfare, which is the most relidgble
means for the destruction of the
imperialist -and social-imperialist
aggression, The Porty of Lobour
has carried out in full the Marxist-
Leninist principle of the prepara-
tion of the people for defence, en-
suring that the large people's
masses remain at the siame time
builders and defenders of social-
ism, .

The dictatorship of the praoletar-
iat was established  in Albania
after the victory in the war against
the invaders and the traitors. This
instrument enabled “the Party not
only to defend the gains of the
revolution against the interndl and
external enemies, but also to rea-
lize socialist democrocy, the de-
mocracy for the masses of the
people. The dictatorship of the pro-
letariat is the decisive weapon in
the hands of the Party of Labour,
in the hands of the working mas-
ses and the other people’s masses
for the combplete construction of
sorialist and communist society,

Throuah the dictatorship of the
proletariat, the Party of Labour has
ensuned the transition of the coun-
try from the stage of semi-feudal

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developed capitalism; it has ~en-
sured the rapid rate development of
the people’s economy and culture
on the road of sociali-m, the econ-
omic independence of the count-
ry, as a factor absolutely necessary
for the defence of political inde-
endence, '
P The Party of Labour of Alba-
nia has always fought and worked
as'a detachement of the interna-
tional communist and worker mo-
vement. 1t has never divorced it-
self from the world revolutionary
movement. On the contrary, it
has always felt the great need
for the powerful suport of this
movement, has correctly evaluated
the importance of this support and
has always relied on the assis-
tance of the other Marxist-Lenin-
ist parties, the people’s liberation
movements. The Party of Labour
has educated the communists and
the entire people with the pro-
found spirit of proletarian inter-
nationalism. o

As a detachment of the inter-
national communist and - worker
movement it has regarded the de-
fenice of the interests of this mo-
vement and of Marxism-Leninism
on the international - aréng,
through stern struggle ugcins,t'.th-g
imperialists and the revisionists,
ds one of its fundamental tasks.

- One of the most characteristic

features of the Party of Labour
of Albania has been and is its
monolithic ideclog’cal, political
and organizational unity.

Everywhere, on the construc-
tion sites of the «Steel of the Par-
ty» metallurgical combine, the Ko-
man Hydro-power station, and
other projects, factories and plants,
new successes, which are added
to the biography of their author,
our working class, are being an-
nounced everyday.

Let us lock back, to four deca-
des ago. At that time the working
class numbered only 15,000 peo-
ple. t was small in number, but
from its ranks «a Party with weight»
as a people’s song discribes the
Communist Party of Albania, was
born. The Party was founded pre-
cisely ot one of the most critical
moments in the history of the smaill,
long-suffering, but heroic and in-
vincible Albanian people, when the
black clouds of fascist occupation

were hanging low over our Home-
land. it was born as a glowing
spark, from which, as Comrade
Enver Hoxha has said, «the furous
fire of the liberation war, which wi-
ped out the occupiers and traitors,
was lit», Founded on a sound ba-
sis, as a genuine Marxist-Leninist
Party, as a Party of struggle for
the vital interests of the working
class and all the working people,
it devoted special attention to the
working class, convinced that the
strength of this class is not deter-
mined by its numbers, but by the
great revolutionary ideas which it
bears, and that it is the only class
capable of placing itself at the
head of other classes and strata
of the population to play the role
of leader in the revolution and the
construction of spcialism. With the
Party in the forefront, it performed
its historic mision honourably du-
ring the years of the people’s re-
volution, to drive the foreigners
from Albanian soil by force of
arms and, together with. this, to
overthrow the ruling classes. In
this way, the greatest victory - in
all the centuries of history was
achieved on Nevember 29 1944,
which marks the great day of the
real rebirth of our people, the
dividing line where the old world
ends, and the new wond, the
epoch of socialism, begins.

From the heights we have rea-
ched, today, we can clearly see
the glorious road traversed, we
see that the Albanian people have
been raised to the honoured posi-
tion of the omnipotent masters of
their own fate and that the working
class, with its ideology, its revo-
futionary spirit and its example,
sets the tone for the entire life of
the country. The Albanian working
class, is now over half a million
strong. Eighty-four per cent of the
workers work in the sphere of pro-
duction and 16 per cent in the

non-praductive sphere. Over 55
per cent of the werking class have
secondary or higher qualifica-
tion., The workers comprise the
biggest section in the membership
of the Party. Over 37.5 per cent
of the party members are workers,
while in the People's Assembly,
deputies from the working class
make up about 58 per cent of the
total. These positive . quantitative
and qualitative features and trends,
which characterise the develop-
ment of our working class, have
helped to extend and strengthen
its role as the vanguard and lea-
der in the whole life of the coun-
try.

The working class realises  its
hegemonic role through the Par-
ty and the state of the dictatorship
of the proletariat. This has been
fully confirmed by the experience -
of our country. At the historic 7th
Congress of the PLA, Comrade
Enver Hoxha stressed: «Only the
revolutionary party of the working
class, armed with the Marxist-Le-
ninist theory can make the working
class conscious of its historic mis-
sion and clearly define the objec-
tives of its struggle and the weys
to atteining them. The Party orga-
nizes, educates and mobilizes the
working class and all its allies and
leads them in the complicated
struggle to establish the dictator-
ship of the prolstariat and build
socialism.» It is @ fact that, thanks
to the persistent all-sided work

For one who sees and expe-
riences the hegemonic role of the
working class in every step of life,
it is not difficult to uderstand the
falsity of the different views of
modern revisionists of all hues and
kinds, who deny the historic mis-
sion of the working class. They
have peddied their «theories»
about the «party and state of the
entire people», «the party as only
an ideolegical factors, or <a coor-
dinating insrument», «spotaneity
in the workers' movementr, «plu-
ralism and the transition to socia-
lism under the direction of the
other classes and political forcess»,
«self-administration», and the «di-
rect leadership» of the working
class, «the countryside must sur-
round the city» etc., with which, as
the PLA has pointed out, they aim
to leave the working class without
a leadership, disarmed in face of
the enemy which is armed to the
teeth, to sabotage the revolution,
to destroy the theory and practice
of the dictatorship of the proleta-
riat. Whether their authors like it
or not, history has reserved one
end for these «theories» — in the
rubbish bin.

The Albanian working class
started the first year of the 7th
B-year Plan with a magnificent
balance of successes in all fields.
in the struggle to overcome the
savage imperialist-revisionist en-
circlement and  blockade, relying
entirely on its own forces, it is ro-
pidly developing the productive
forces, strengthening the material-
technical base of socialism and
further improving the socialist re-
lations of production.

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working as revolutionaries, the Al-
banion workers are discovering
imernal reserves which they are
mobilizing in favour of the deve-
lopment of the economy, to repla-
ce imported materials with local
ones, to extend production and in-
crease the range of products etc.

OUTSTANDING SON AND LEADER OF THE
WORKING CLASS '

The first volume of the selected
warks of Comrade Gogo Nushi,
published by decision of the Insti-
tute of Marxist-Leninist Studies
reflects the most importent mo-
ments of his life and activity,
which is an embodiment of the
true communist militant of prole-
tarian extraction and heart. The
name and work of Comrade Gogo
Nushi are closely connected with
the ideals and struggle of the
Party of Labour of Albania in
whose ranks he fought and mili-
tated as early as the very first hours
of its founding and up to the
last moment of his life.

Due to difficult economic con-
ditions, together with his family
he was obliged to emigrate to
France at the age of 14, where
he worked as a miner. There ta-
king an active part in the class
battles of the French working class
his conscience is formed, he s
tempered and stands out as an ac-
tive revolutionary worker. For these
merits in 1935, he becomes «
member of the Communist Party
of the French working class. At
the same time he carries on «a
broad patriotic revolutionary acti-
vity to the benefit of his Home-
land, working actively for the or-
ganization of the Albanians in
exhile and became member of the
Albanian Federation in France
which fought for the liberation of

the Albanian people from the re-
gime of the tyrant King Zog.

With the occupation of Albania
by fascist ltaly on April 7, 1939,
his high duty as an ardent patriot
and consistent communist calls him
to return to the Homeland. Since
the very first days of his amival he
hurls himself with determination in
the: struggle for the liberation of
the country and becomes one of
the most closest collaborators of
Comrade Enver Hoxha.

Many letters and documents of
the time, written by him in the
humble houses of the poor quar-
ters of the city of Tirona and which
are included in this volume reflect
the great revolutionary activity of
Comrade Gogo Nushi who very
soon became dear to the ordinary
people of the cily and villages of
Tirana. Being in the leadership of
the Regional Committee of the
GPA for Tirana, and since April
1943 Political Secretary of this
Committee, Comrade Gogo Nushi
stood and fought in the bosom of
the pople of the capital even in the
days of the most fierce enemy
reaction. In his memoirs Comrade
Enver Hoxha writes; «In the midst
of the fire, in the midst of the nu-
merous enemies, he broke through
boldly. He was everywhere, mot
and advised  his comrades how
to work and fightr. In the
first Conference of the CPA, in
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March 1943, Comrade Gogo Nu-
shi was elected member of the
Central Committee of the CPA, in
the Congress of Pérmet on May
24, 1944 was elected member of
the General Anti-fascist National
Liberation Council.

After the liberation of the count-
ry, as can be seen from the ma-
terials, published in this volume,
Comrade Gogo Nushi has been
always one of the most distingui-
shed jeaders of the Party and the
people, with various functions and
tasks as member of the Political
Bureau of the PLA since 1946, la-
ter Secretary of the Central Com-
mitte, Minister of Trade and Co-
munications, Minister of Industry,
vice-Chairman of the Council of
Ministers, etc. _

He has played "a - particularly
great role and has special merits
in the organization of the Trade
Unions immediately after the firts
days - of Liberation, while in the
2nd Congress of the Trade
Unions of Albania, in 1949
and again in 1958, he was
elected President of - the Cen-
tral Council of the Trode Unions
of Albania. Being at the head of
the Trade Unions up to the last
days of his, life, he gave a brilliant
contribution to the consolidation
and implementation of their role as
the levers of the Party, as schools
of communism, for the revolutio-
nary tempering of the working
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class, so that under the leader-
ship of the Party they carry out
successfully their historical mission
as the leading class of the country,
for the construction of the new
sociolist society and the defence
of the Homeland.

Gogo Nushi has always fought
with a ‘high revolutionary spirit
against the Yugoslav Titoites and
Khrushchevite revisionists and has
defended in the international are-
na the teachings of Marxism-Le-
ninism and the line of the Party
of Labour of Albania in regard to
the Trade Unions, exposing the
views of the modern revisionists
who have ibetrayed the bLeninist
principles on the role, tasks and
mission of the Trade Unions,

Comrade Gogo Nushi died on
April @, 1970; he remained «a
staunch revelutionary for the de-
fence of Marxism-Leninism and
the correct line of the Party of La-
bour of Albania.

DEMOCRACY, A PRINCIPLE WHICH BEGULATES
THE LIFE OF THE TRADE UNIONS

The successful building of socia-
lism in our country guarantees
the working class and the other
working masses, not only o genui-
ne proletarian democracy but also
the conditions to preserve and
develop it further. Guarantee for
this is the leadership by the Par-
ty of Labour of Albania and the
Constituion of the PSRA which says:
«The entire state power in the
People's Socialist Republic of Al-
bania stems from the working peo-
ple and belongs to them.» The par-
ticipation of the working masses in
the governing of the country is
one of the fundamental directions
of the development of socialist
democracy, it is o major motive for-
ce for driving ahead sociglist
construction and one of the most
important. factors to safeguard the
state and our society from the
danger of bourgeois-revisionist de-
generation. The Trade Unions
play an important role in this di-
rection.

Under the leadership of the Par-
ty and the teachings of Comrade
Enver Hoxha, the Trade Unions
have played and play a very im-
portant role in the education of the
consciousness of the workers for
building socialism and defending
the Homeland and developing the
proletarian democracy in alfl the
social life of the country.

ticism and constructive self-criti-

cism of the shortcomings and weak-

nesses in work. The Trade Unions
educate and make their members
conscious of the situations and the
tasks stemming from them and as
a result of this initiatives, revolu-
ttonary movements and actions, of
working <lass break out and spread
all over the country.

Such a continuous broadening
and deepening of socialist demo-
cracy in. the Trade Unions. was
made possible: as a result of the
conditions created in. Albania
with the establishment of the state
of the dictatorship of the prole-
tariat. The numerical and quali-
tative growth of the working class,
the raising of its ideological, po-
liticat and cultural educational and
technical-professional  level is
one of the most significant condi-
tions for the development of inner
democrocy in the Trade Unions.

THOMA SHIKO
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EMANCIPATED WOMAN WITH PERSONAL DIGNITY

The course which the Albanian
women have traversed during the-
se 40 years to reach the level of
emancipation they have today, is
a result of the correct policy of
the Party of Labour of Albania
with Comrade Enver Hoxha at the
head, which, freating the problem
of women as aq component
part of the revolution, as a major
vital problem. of the epoch, put
into practice the Marxist principle
that the «devolopment at o given
historical epoch can always be
determined by the leve! of progress
of women towards, their freedomn.
This course and the dignified po-
sition which the Albanian women
occupied in the whole life of the
country, comprise one of the most
important victories of the socialist
revolution in Albania.

Whether or not the problem of
women is solved successfully
i a given society depends on the
socio-economic order, on which
class rules in that society, which is
the prevailing ideology in that so-
ciety, because every class, with
its respective ideology has its own
concepts in regard to the place
and role of women in social life.
Concretely, the feudal-bourgeois
society of pre-liberation Albania
was based on an  obscurantist,
reactionary ideology which had o
~ denigrating and  contemptuous
concept of the role of women, hen-
ce in that society there could be
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no thought of their emancipation,
the Albanian women of the past
were condemned to stay at home.
Their participation in political, eco-
nomic and cultural life was un-
thinkable. Before the establish-
ment of the people's power, more
than 90 percent of the women in
Albania, were illiterate. In pre-
sent day bourgeois-revisionist so-
ciety. also, the idealist world out-
look and various feminist theonies
which are propagated with great
zeal by the ideologists of the bour-
geoisie are predominant, In fact
they are intended to hider the
genuine emancipation of women,
to divert them from the revolutio-
ary road which is the only way to
achieve their emancipation.

The Party of Labour of Albania,
basing itself on the Marxist-Lenin-
ist theory and correctly appreciat-
ing the value and role of women,
has treated the problem of their
emancipation as a gquestion which
could not be solved immediately,
but gradually, one step at a time,
in conformity with the concrete
objetive and subjective conditions
at the given moment.

Thus, during the years of the Na-
tional Liberation War, by stressing
the contribution which the women
could make as fighters, mothers
and wives relying on their well-
known traditional qualities such
as their love for the Homeland and
hatred for the enemy, their coura-

ge and spirit of sacrifice, the PLA

awakened and further developed

these rare qualities, and transfor-
med the Albanian women from «
passive and dormant force, stan-
ding aside from the great problems
of the epoch, into an active for-
ce, ready to make any sacrifice for
the liberation of the Homeland and
the freedom of the people. Res-
ponding to the call of the PLA,
over 6,000 women and girls joined
the partisan units and fought in
the ranks of the National Liberg-
tion army agdinst the nazi-fascist
cccupiers and many of them laid
down their lives for the liberation
of the country.

After the liberation of Al-
bania from the nazi-fascist occu-
piers and the establishment of
people's power, the dppropriate
sacio-economic  conditions were
created for the compiete liberation
and  emancipation of women
in all directions, The state of the
dictatorship  of  the proletarat
which was established in Albanig,
implementing the Marxist-Leninist
policy of the PLA, from the first
davs of its existence evaluated
women as a great force which must
make its contribution to the de-
velopment and progress of the
country. One of the fundamental
conditions which opened the way
to the further emancipation  of
women was their participation in
social production, because «the
factor labour, is a major factor
for the economic, ideological and
politicad liberation of the womans,
At the same time this contribution
in social production was, and stif}
is decisive for the successful de-
velopment of the socialist Tevo-
tution in all fields, because if the
women dare not at the head of the
struggle for the construction of so-
cialism, then the country cannot
progress, nor can life advance.
Apart from this, another essential

condition was, their education, to
overcome the Jlow cultural and
technical level which was a serious
obstacle to their allround pro-
gress.

The Albanian women; educated
and led by the PLA, embued with
its Marxist-Leninist teachings, for-
ged ahead boldly to cary out the-
se tasks which were so vital to the
fate of the revolution. overcame
the great backwardness which they
had inherited from dhe past, in
record time. As a result of this
work, during the first four years
after Liberation the number of wo-
men who were employed increa-
sed 14 fold, all the women
took part in the elections, not me-
rely by voting, but 11,000 of them
were elected to the people’s coun-
cils of the districts, and 51,000
illiterate women learned to read
and write.

With the construction of the
economic base of socialism, all
the possibilities were created for
the Albanian wemen to take part
without any resesrve on the great
front of socialist production, to
overcome afl restrictive, influences
and make their valuable contriby-
tion in all fields of life, bringing «
new and healthy spirit to the work,

The successful construction of
socialism in Albania created the
conditions and possibilities for the
women to enjoy all rights. In so-
cialist Albania democratic rights
and freedoms are not in oppos;i-
tion to, but go hand in hand with,
duties. Thus the right to work ope-
ned the way to the right to go to
schools of all categories, and the
duty to do so, the right to social
security, the protection of the
mother and child ete. This will
be understood better if we bear

in mind the fact that 46.2 percent

of the working people in Albania
are women, who work alongside
men in all sectore of the lifa of
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the country. In the People's As-
sembly women make up 33 percent
of the deputies, in the Higher
Court 31 percent of its members,
37 percent of the total number
of higher codres and over 40 per-
cent of those elected to organs of
the people’'s. power of all levels.
The broad participation of women
in political, economic and social
life has not hindered them in the
least from playing their role as
mothers properly and creating
sound families, but has helped
them to grow their chlldren better,
to educate them with love for the
people. work and the Homeland.

Albanian women can be found
in every walk of life. They work
not only in the traditional sectors,
such das education, culture, trade,
and health services, where wo-
'men make up respectively 55 per-
cent, 51,5 pér cent, 79,1 pér cent
and 54,3 per cent, or in the
enteprises. of the light and
food industry such as in the
textile or foodstuff combines,
the artistic enterprises etc.,, where
they make up over 90 percent of
the working people, but they are
also working successfully in such
important branches as metallurgy,
the engineering industry, electrical
and chemical industries, in me-
chanized and cutomated processes
which require training, knowledge
and qualification. Women have
responded to the demands and
needs of production by continuous-
ly enhancing their level of educa-
tion and qualification. They ma-
ke up 37 percent of the cadres
with secondary and higher school-
ing and are successfully taking
part in the development of the
technical-scientific revolution.

The emergence of the first shock
workers, the vanguard workers, in-
novators and heroines, who are
not one or two today but a who-
le lot of women, is connected with
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this outburst of their spiritual and
intellectual power at work. In
work the Albanian women have
displayed their rare qualities: po-

litical maturity, sense of discipline

and responsibility, the spirit of
frugality, solidarity, ability to run
important sectors of the econo-
my and culture competently, To
the Albaniagn it is natural that o
woman farmer, with schooling, li-
ke many of her comrades, but

with the ability to run things should -

become the minister of such an
important sector as -agriculture.
It is natural that o woman textile
worker, raised to the position of
the intelligentsia of the working
class, should become minister of
the light and food industry. and
that others should run education
or scientific research, economic

-and sociol institutions.

As a result of the changes in
the social position of the woman
her psychology has also changed:
today, when she has become mas-
ter of herself with equal rights
with her hushand, the love she
had traditionally for work and
land, has assumed a new content.
Work has been transformed from
a heavy burden on the women
into a first-rate factor to ensure
their economic independence, and

further, became a means with

which the moral and intellectual
values of the Albanion woman are
disclosed, and the values of her
personality affirmed.

The successful construction of
socialism, entirely with our own
forces in the conditions of the step-
ped up savage capitalist-revision-
ist encirclement, requires that
the Albanian women respond to
the great tasks of this period, with
a sound ideo-polit'cal formation,
with the necessary knowledge of
their professions with broad cultu-
ral horizons, with initiotive, coura-
ge and a creative spirit, while ac-

cepting increased responsibility
gnd taking part actively in govern-
ing the country. By establishing
just socialist relations of the new
generation with dignity, and cou-
rageously giving their op'nion on
all problems in the family and eve-
rywhere, they have further affir-

med their personality. By carrying
out these tasks, the Albanian wo-
men have fully established them-
selves in the place and role that
be_iongs to them, as a great revol-
utionary force in the construction

Socialist Albania is the only
country in the world which de-
velops without foreign credits
and loans Such a thing has been
sanctioned - also in its Constitution
which reads that the granting of
concesions, to and the creation of
foreign economic aond financial
companies and institutions, or ones
formed jointly with bourgeois and
revisionist capitalist monopolies
and states, as well as obtaining
credits, from them, "are prohibited
in the People's Socialist Republic of
Albania just as the stationing of
military bases and forces in its
territory is prohibited, too.

Here is the other tableau. The
foreign debts of the countries of
the «socialist community= accord-
ing to the Western press for the
period 1974-1978, have increased
on an annual average of 10 billion
dollors. In 1979 these debts rea-
ched the sum of 65 billion dollars,
whereas this year it is envisaged
to reach 75.8 billion dollars, Po-
land and Yugoslovia are especigl-
ly plunged into great debts, Ac-
cording to these sources the fo-
reign debts of Poland have rea-
ched 27 billion dollars, whereas

those of Yugoslavia 20 billion dol-
lars. It is envisaged that in 1983
these debts reach the sum of 35
billion dollars and to pay them off
90 percent of the annual moneta-
1y income is needed. The debis
of Yugoslavia per head of popu-
lation are reckoned to be even
greater than those of Poland.

Our dchievements during the
epoch of the Party are o vivid testi-
mony of the superiority of our so-
cialist order, One of them is the
always correct prices policy of the
Party. Qur people buy goods ot
or even reduced prices, whereas
everyday there are reports about
price rises in the bourgeois and
revisionist countries. Price rices in
the Western world now dre
2-3 ‘told higher than in the
former crisis. Lost year these
price rises have been recorded for
the mass cosumer goods: in the
USA 12.8 percent, ltaly 22 percent,
Spain 152 percent, Hungary 12
percent, while Yugoslavia 27.3 per-
cent. And the series of information
about price rises goes on. The con-
tinuous rising of prices undermi-
nes the level of welcome of the
working class and the other work-
ing mases and make their living
insecure. What one may earn to-
day with sweat and toil, tomor-
row the laws of the market wipe
out completely with one movement
of the price spirall'ng. According
to calculations of the boungeois
economisis the real wage of the
American workers in 1979, as
against 1973, was reduced 16 per-

cent, while in October of 1980 as

compared with the same period of
the previous year it was reduced

6 percent. And this is only a frag-

ment of the gloomy reality of the

capitalist revisionist world. The
heavy rents and toaxation weigh
on the family budget of the
workers of this world, The Alba-
nign worker pays le=s than the pay
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fnf a vork-day for rent, whereqs
in the capitalist countries rent tg-
Xes more than 35-50 percent of the
income. While as regard taxes and
levies, our country is the only
country in the world which has
done away with them once and for
all at o time when in the capitalist
and revisionist countries they make
up over 10-20 percent of the fre-
come of the workers,

The Founding Conference of the
Central Council of the Revolutio-
nary Trade-Union Opposition was
held in Toronto, Canada, on De-
cember 17-28, 1980. About 200
delegates who represented groups,
committees and workers organiza-
tions from all provinces of the
country tock part in the Confe-
rence. _

A delegation from the Trade
Unions of Albania, as well as de-
fegations from Great Britain, Fran-
ce, lreland, and Trinidad-Tabago,
also took part in the conference.

The Conference summed up the
struggle of the Canadian prole-
tariat for its rights, analysed the
grave situation and the profound
crisis which the country is experien-
cing and its - destructive cosequen-
ces for the werking class, and also
set the tasks which face the wor-
king class and its, revolutionary
trade-union orgonization to with-
stand and repel the attack of the
monopelies and the captalist sta-
te and to expose the betrayal of
the reformist and revisionist tra-
de union bosses.

Extensive discussion took place
at the Conference about the forms
and means of the struggle of the
work’ng class against the savage

capltalist oppression and exploi-
tation. The worker delegates who
spoke at the Conflerence forcefully
condemnad the oppresive and an-
ti-popular policy of the bourgeoi-
sie, the savage plunder by the mo-
nopoly companies as well as their
filthy metheds and  unscrupulous
social demagogy. _

The problems of the unity of the
working class and their organiza-
tion under the leadership of the
Communist Party of Canada (M-1)
occupied a very important place
in the procesdings of the confe-
rence. The worker delegates de-
nounced the treacherous activity
of the heads of the reformist and
revisionist {rade unions  and
brought out many convincing facts
which testify to their integration
into the structure and apparatus
of the bourgecis state.

An important stcees of the Con-
ference was the founding of the
Revofuti‘onary Trade-Union Oppo-
sition of Canada and the election
of its leading organs. The consti-
tution of the organization was ap-
proved, ‘thys laying the political
and organizationg| basis of the
new class organization,

Apart from the Conference, ano-
ther important activity was  the
Rally which was organized on Jg-
Nuary 3, 1981, in Montreal, ot
which the formation of the Centrql
Council of the Revo!-u*tionczry Tra-
de-Unfon Opposition of Canada
was announced.

The Conference and the rally
were held in g revofutionary at-
mosphere and g militant spirit. in
the Conference hall there were
many slogans which condemned
the intervention of American im-
perialism, its plundering of the gs-
sets, sweat and blood of the Ca-

REFORMIST TRADE UN IONS, ORGANISMS IN THE
SERVICE OF THE BOURGEOISIE

The bourgeoisie and its state
machine make large-scale use of
the reformist trade-unions, in
which the proletariat and the work-
ing people of most of the bour-
geois countries is press-ganged,
in order to confuse and disorien-
tate the proletariat, to wreck the
revolutionary struggle of the pro-
letariat. The bourgeois propagandg
is labouring hard to prove that
the reformist trade unions are al-
legedly democratic, independent
of the various political parties, of
the owning-clas, and that they al-
legedly fight for the «inerests» of
the workers, for the «defence» of
their rights. However, reality and
their ‘multiple and varied  anti-
werker. activity testify to the cont-
rary. «The ever more open collg-
boration between the trade-union
centres and the owning-class with
the financial capital and the bour-
geois, governments», peints  out
comrade Enver Hoxha in his book
«Eurocommunism is anti-Commu-
nism», «is a. known fact, The tra-
de-union movement, as it is to-
day, does not challange capita-
lism, but works for it, endeavours
to submit the proletarict, to tone
down and to sap . its struggle
against capitalisms
Facts show that the /nternational
bourgeoisie, aided and abbeted by
the state structures, has encoura-
ged the creation and the activity

of the trade-unions, which are ma-
nipulated by them. Moreover, it
must be peointed out that the crea-
ton and the activity of o number
of reformist and revisionist trade-
unions, bear the stamp of the sub-
sidies by the Jocal bourgeoisie
wnd the international monopoly
capital, According to data of the
bourgeois press, the creation of
the «<Force Quvriére» in France in
1948 was financed by the CIA and
American capital through the in-
termediary of the American Fede-
ration of Labour {AFL), whereas the
ltalian ‘Confedefation of the
Workers’ Trade-Union (CISL) and
the litalian Labour Unions (UIL)
hove been financed, from  their
creation up to day by American ca-
pital, ond that at present, with the
creation of the lalian General
‘Confederation of Labour (CGID),
which is directed by the rev.sion-
ists, they continually receive sub-
sidies from the  bourgeois state
and the ltalian monopoly capital.
Likewise, the sixteen Germeon tro-
de-unions, which are part of the
DGB, or else the western press,
have been organized in 1949 by
the British in order to serve the
strengthening of the pillars of the
federal government.

Amongst other things, in  the
book on the activity of the AFL-
ClO, written by one of the leaders
of this organism, V. Reuthe.,
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stress is laid on the fget that the
fepresentative of the AFL-CIO for
Europe, Irving Brown, has lgid aut
impertant sums jn order to realize
his plans, for rallying the Euro-
Pedan trade-unions around himself
and for ensuring his infulence on
the foreign policy of the European
and African states, The author un-
derlines, amongst other things,
that the American institute, AIFLD
operates under the direction of
this trade-union centre with an
annual budget of 8 million dollars
at its disposal. According to him,
the CIA has subsidised the disrup-
tive activity carried out by the men
AFL-CIO in ftaly, France, in the
countries  of Africa, and else-
where,

It is precisely due to these finan-
cial links of the reformist trade-
unions w'th the bourgeoisie that
the leaders, of these trade-unjon
centres work under the direction
of the owning-class in order o
keep under control the revolts of
the workers; in order to restrajn
them within the limits of economic
demands, leading  the working
class on to the road of negotiqg-
ticns with the capitalists. In order
to achieve this, the traltorous Jead-
ers of the reformist and  revisio-
nist trade-unions have set up q
number of rules and made g

number of decisions aimed at
restricting and toning down the
class struggle of the proletariot.

In this maner, among the antj-
worker rules which appear in the
constitution of the DGB there are
also those which prohibt work-
ers from going on strike without
the prior consent and approval of
75 per cent of jts 'membership,
The Trade-Union Federation - of
Denmark has signed an agreement
w'th the government and  the
owning-class with a view fo the
alleged  «wregulation of labour
disputes», in order to serve bet.
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ter and more openly the bourgeoi-
sie. In the clauses of this agree-
ment of strike-breakers, gl capi-
tat-labour conflicts qre to bz de-
ferred to g specal court, which,
amongst other things, has full po-
wer to arrest and to fine the strik-
ers. Similar  anti-worker agree-
ments have also been stipulated
with capital and the power of ca-
pital by the Trade-Unjon Congress
of lreland, the British  Trade-
Union Congress, the Dutch refor-
mist trade-unions, the lapanese
trade-union organisms, etc. Going
down the road of betrayal of the
interests of the working ‘class of
the country, the «Workers’ Com-
missions» (CCOOQ) of Spain - g tra-
de-union organization controljed
by the revisionists, and' the Work.
ers’ General Union under the so-
cialists, have supported and bae-
ked up all the anti- worker meg-
sures adopted by the Government,
including the anti-worker pact of
Moncloas, the accord of Marcos,
ete, and have declared themsel-
ves openly in favour of the mo-
narchic constitution.

For the great services, they ren-
der the bourgeoisie, the reform:
ist trade-unions and their chiefs
have ipocketed large  sums  jn
the forms of subsidies. These as
well as the sums accumulated
over the long periods through the
worke‘rs’corntnibutions, have con-
tinually enriched the reformist trg-
de-unions. This hge resulted in the
transformation of g great number
of these organizations into power-
ful concenns, According to data
published in the British bourgeois
press, the annual incomes of the
British Trade-Union Congress are
as high a< 160 milion dollars o
year, at a time when the incomes
of the AFL-CIO, which s finan-
ced by the big American monropo-
lies and the ClA, are hundreds of

mitlions of dollars. As far as the

German trade-union centre - the
DGB, is concerned, it has ‘heen
transformed into g real concern,
with its own banks and enterpri-
ses. The DGB possesses the trust
BGAD, one of the most important
conglomerates of ’{he. country,
which has an active capital totall-
ing 60 million marks and emp-
loyes about 40,000 people. This
trust is comprised, amongst o‘t‘hrer
things, of the bank of BFG, ranking
eighth in importance in West G-e:r-
many, with a balance of 40 bil-
lion marks, the ensurance company
«Yolksfurzoge», the second in im-
portance in the country, and the
company Co-op, which controls 40
per cent of the retgil trade in
West Germany. .
Besides, this, the trade-union
chiefs, on their part, apart from
the retributions they receive un-
der various forms for their con-
tribution in manipulating the work-
er movement, receive very fat
salaries and Iead! fin tlhis m-annetr,

very luxurieus life. In concrete
fc:lerms,y’che leaders of the AFL-CIO
receive on onnual  salary  of
150,000 dolars, which s .closie
enough to that of the presrde:.nrts
of the United States of Amen‘c-c
and by far surpasses the sclcrfes
of the senators or the secretaries
of state: the salary of one leader
of the DGB is about 60,000 mcr‘ks:
that of the chiefs of the Itc‘hu;n
trade-unions is about 12 to 15 {i-
mes as large as that of an ave-
rage worker's pay, and that of ’fh-e
leaders of the British Trade-Union
'Congres, about 15 times as large
as that of a worker,

The anti-worker stand of the
leaders of the reformist trade-
unions have laid them bare before
the eyes of the working masses
as strike-breakers and traitors.
Because of the rising tide of dis-
content amongst the workers,
which is due to this policy of bet-

rayal, recent years have witnessed
a tendency to the massive aban-
donment of the refomist truc.lue-
unions by the workers, Wi‘l‘ICh
gradually leads to the.r weallaemng
and disintegration. Accord‘ung_to
data published in  the Spcm-x;h
press, the number of the-| members
in the greatest trade-union orga-
nization of the country, «The
Workers' Commissionss has 'be_.'en
reduced by half during the 'pemoc!
1978-1981, that of the Workers
General Union (UGT) has suffered
a 30 per cent decrease, etc. At o
time when the American trade-
unions counted in 1260 more than
25 ‘million members, against only
75 million workers which was the
total number of the workers of
the country, at present they have
less than 20 million membefs.
against the more than 100 mil-
lion, which is the total number of
workers in that country today.‘ In
1980 the American trode-unfc?rn
centre AFL-CIO numbered 14- n:ni«
lion memkers, against 18 million
in 1976, _

The process of -disint-eg.mtlon of
the reformist and rev'sionist ,'.trad-e-
union organizations. wh'ch in re-
cent years is growing deeper and
deeper does not imply thgt they
will end up in self-destruction. On
the contrary, being the greatest
organized force comprising large
sections of the working dlass,
they continue to -deceive' and
mislead the proletariat, w!_wmh. to-
day still continues to cons;gier the
trade-unions, to be the main bas-
tions in their struggle against ca-
pital and for the defence of. t}?‘e*lr
rights, In his book, «Imperialism
and the Revolution», comrade
Enver Hoxha has stressed: «The
proletariat must destroy these or-
ganizations. But hew? It must do
this by fighting against the Iealder-
ship  of  these trade-l‘mlons,
rising against their links with the
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bourgeoisie, destroying the 'pea-  the

ge', raising obstacles to the 's0-
cial peace’ which they seek to
establish, ‘peace’ masked under
the so-called revolts, stages more
op_less frequently by the trade-
unions against the owning-classe.

It is precisely in this process of
the strugle for the exposure of

bourgeois character and the
reactionary role of the reformi-t
trade-unions that the unity of the
proletariat is forged by sapping
and undermin‘ng from within the-
¢ organisms and that the rogd
for the creat'on of the genuine
proletarian trade-unons, |s paved.

With a view to preserving their
neocolonjal rule and win new po-
sitions, the superpowers and the
other imperialist powers dre carry-
ing on an unprecedented ideo-
fogical  ond  cultural diversion
against the African peoples, trying
at the same time to hamper the
development of their language,
culture, customs and traditions in
order to prevent the progress and
the independent development of
the Africaan continent.

Proceeding from the oldest im-
perialist principle «divide gnd rules
the old colonialists have left the
new African states with q great
number of border, ethnic gnd na-
tional problems, etc. Whereas to-

«the.. majority -of the unemployed
are young people. who. graduate
from the schools. Thus the Chij-
nese revisionists openly acknow-
ledge this reality which' they can-
not hide, in order to show. that
they are not responsible for it but,
on the countrary; are. disturbed
about it and trying to .do some-
thing to solve it T
That being the case, what is the
«solution», - the Ch'nese revisio-
. nists, give to this. problem? Since
they are among the most zealous
in folowing and propagating the
.Yugoslav revisionist model in the
-economic field, they remain faith-
ful to it on this concrete problem,
too. Thousands. (the plans are for
millions) of: Chinese have emigra-

ted or are emigrating, in an orga-
nized -way on the basis of a state
policy, serving as a commodity on
the labour market of the capitalist
world, Recently the Ch'nese news
agency HSINHUA, reported that
China has sent 2,500 workers to
other countries and plans to in-
crease this number, especially in
the West European countries. Dur-
ing the last two years Peking has
concluded .contracts with tens of
western firms, on the basis of which
Chinese workers will be used by
these firms for the construction of
88 projects in different countries
of the world. Last year alone, China
concluded 15 contracts with the
different. monopoly companies of
the USA, lJapan, ltaly and ather
countries for long term collabora-
tion in this field. Talks are being
held with British,  West-German
and other firms about supplying
them. with Chinese labour power;
engineers, technicians, and quali-
fied workers are included amongst
these forces. Hence they are sold
as - commodities or hired to the
foreign world,
~ The Chinese. revisionists ty to
«justify» this evil with all sors of
theories, on the basis of which the
Chinese who are forced to leave
their homeland and their families,
do this because «they want. to
contribute in the construction of the
countries to which they have gonen,
or even simply «to develop the
friendship between the Chinese
people and other peoples». Accord-
ing to the . revisionist publica-
tion, <Peking Review» we are
supposed to believe that, «in fact
-they are not exploited by anyonen.
Hence, it emerges that world capi-
-talism, ‘the state power of capital
and the multinational monopoly
companies have ochanged their
_character, that they are no longer
concenrned about ceaselessly in-
creasing their profits 10 the detri-
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ment of the working mases, about
plundering the peoples, but about
friendship between them, that they
have renounced the exploitation of
the Jabour force and the peoples
aefc,

Speaking about emigrant - wor-
kers, Viadimir llyich Lenin pointed
out that «developed capitalism for-
mes them into its maelstrom, ., No-
body doubts that only extreme po-
verty compels people to leave
their homeland, so that the capital-
ist can exploit the immigrant
workers in the most shameful way»
This profound materialist analysis
is still true in our days in the ca-
se of China. The facts show this,
very clearly. It is known that, on
the basis of prior agreements bet-
ween the bureaucratic Chinese sta-
te apparatus and the foreing mo-
nopolies who buy the Chinese la-
bour power, part of the wages of
the emigrant works goes not to their
families but directly to the Chi-
nese state. The officials of Pe-
king themselves admit that  the
emigrants contribute  with their
work «to increasing the fund of
foreign corrency for the construc-
tion of the countrys, They also ad-
mit that «the foreign companies or
industrialists who collaborate with
us in the joint projects, draw so-
me profits from our service »,
The question arises where do these
se profits come from? Obviously
from the appriation of the unpayed
labour of the Chinese immigrant
workers,

But the Chinese revisionists who
are so realously pursuing their
course of strengthening the capi-
talist order and commercial deals,
with foreign monopoly capital, are
also using other forms to sell the
commodity, labour power. Concre-
tely, on the basis of g new law
which came into force last year,
all doors are open to foreign ca-
pital for economic expansion in
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China, This law permits the crea-
tion, not only of mixed enterprises,
but also of enterprises with purely
foreign capita!, After paying o tax,
which is one of the lowest in the
world, these enterprises, are free
to reinvest the profits they extract
in China, or to take them out of
the country, in this case too, the

-foreign monopolies have the right,

on the basis of the respective ag-
reements with the Chinese autho-
rities, to use Chinese {abour po-
wer, without any restruction. For
the Chinese revisionists any means
which secures them profits is ac-
ceptable, and any commercial
transoction is possible. it is of no
importance for them who exploits
the working class of China, provi-
ded only that the new mandarins of

-Peking can fatten, themselves and

the positions of the capitalist or-
der in China are strengthened,
Hence, as g result of this antj-
popular and anti-national policy,
the Chinese workers and working
beople, are subjected to double
oppression and exploitation in Chj-
na, by the local bourgeoisie and
by foreign capital which has pe-
netrated deeply into that country,
They are subjected to this double
exploitation even when they leave
their country, putting themselves as

commodities on the capitalist la- -

bour market,

This is  the economic situa-
tion and the social position of the
Chinese proletariat resulting from
the anti-popular policy of the Pe-
king revisionists. That same sava-
ge exploiting system against which
it arose in struggle has begun to
even more heavily on jts
back and a new bourgeois class,
which is not only similar to, but

also just as savoge as the class

of mandarines, landowners and
comprador capitalists which the
Chinese people overthrew with 50
much blood and sacrifice, has be-

gun to rule. Only the revolut‘ion
can vescue the Chinese workl'ng
class from this state to which
the revisionist clique in power hgs
reduced it.
