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On show outside the Victorious Fatherland Liberation War
Museum built on the bank of the Pothong River in Pyongyang,
the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, is the US armed spy
ship Pueblo.

Captured by the Korean People’s Army in the waters off
Wonsan in Korea on January 23, Juche 57 (1968), the Pueblo is
an evidence of the US imperialists’ espionage acts.

At the time when their spy ship was captured by the KPA
Mavy while committing acts of espionage, the US imperialists
dispatched their huge troops of the army, navy and air forces
around the Korean peninsula, clamouring about “military
retaliation” like “bombing on Wonsan™ and “ready for war.”

The United States, however, could not but acknowledge and
apologize for their criminal acts to the DPRK government that
declared its resolute and principled counteractions to retaliate
against the retaliation and return all-out war for the all-out war.

Mearly half a century has elapsed, but the US armed spy ship
Pueblo mooring on the river serves as a letter of surrender of the
US to the heroic Korean people, and teaches the truth of history
that if anyone infringes on the DPRK’s sovereignty he would
never escape such a miserable fate as that of the Pueblo.
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The Pueblo, armed spy ship dispatched by the Central
Intelligence Agency, was equipped with state-of-the-art
espionage facilities. On the crew’s maps are represented
the military bases of the DPRK, and the position register
book shows that the ship was ordered to leave the Sasebo
Port of Japan in December 1967 and made several
intrusions into the territorial waters of the DPRK to

commit acts of espionage.
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The crew's maps show that the ship intruded into the
ritorial waters of the DPRK several times,
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
