Respected and beloved President Ho's death is a great
loss for our entire party and population as well as for all
progressive mankind, Our peoplc throughout the country gricve
over the death of President llo -- the great leader of the
Vietnamese working class and nation, the respectcd and beloved
teacher of the Vietnamesc revolution, and the stanch and exper-
ienced combatant of thc international communist and workers
movement and the national liberation movement., World peoples,
too, grieve at President lio's death, regarding him as the sym-
bol of the task of struggling for the independeénce and freedonm
of various nations and the symbol of the best qualities of

this era.

With boundless sorrow, all of us will remember President
Ho's great services and works forever and pledge to follow,
throughout our lives, the path he laid down. Our entire party
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and all our pcople more clearly rcalize that our responsibility
consists of doing our best to make up for this great loss:
"Closcly unite oursclve: around the party Central Committce;
resolutely implement President Ilo's testament; rcsolutely step
up the anti-U.S. national salvation resistance in order to
liberate the south, defend the north, and advance toward achiev-

Inspired by intense patriotism, the noble conmunist
ideal, and bright international fcelings, President ilo dedicatcd
his entire life to the task of liberating the working class,
our nation, and all of mankind and struggling for the indepen-
dencec and freedom of our fatherland, for the happiness of our
people, for socialism, and for communism,

As a great patriot and great Marxist, President llo
creatively applied Marxism-~Leninism to the concrcte situation
of our country and laid down the correct line to follow to lcad
the Vietnamese revolution in advancing from victory to victory.

President lio founded the Marxist-Leninist party of the
Viectnamese working class, thec United National Front, the

President lo i.as the leader of two revolutions in our
