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1. What is the Juche idea?

The Juche idea is, in a word, an ideology
that the masses of the people are the master of
the revolution and construction and they have
the strength to push them forward. In other
words, it is an ideology that man is the master
of his destiny and he has the power to carve out
his destiny.

The Juche idea is a man-centred outlook on
the world, a man-centred philosophical ideology,
whose mission is to illuminate the way to carve
out man’s destiny, with man at the centre.

It has, as its main contents, the man-centred
philosophical principle, the masses-centred socio-
historical principles, and guiding principles of the
revolution and construction.

2. How was the Juche idea authored?

The Juche idea was authored by President
Kim I Sung (1912-1994), the founding father of
socialist Korea.

Having embarked on the road of struggle to
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liberate his country from the Japanese imperialists’
military occupation, Kim Il Sung pioneered a
new road of the Korean revolution, during which
he discovered a truth which was the starting point
of the Juche idea.

Proceeding from the immediate demands
of the era of independence, the Juche era,
and the practical requirements of the Korean
revolution emanating from the peculiarities of
historical development and the complexity and
arduousness of the revolution, he convened
a meeting of leading personnel of the Young
Communist League and the Anti-Imperialist
Youth League in Kalun in June 1930. At the
meeting he clarified the fundamentals of the
Juche idea and the Juche-oriented line of the
Korean revolution.

This served as a historic event which
declared the creation of the Juche idea, the
guiding ideology of the revolution in the era of
independence, and the birth of the Juche-oriented
revolutionary line.
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3. What is the truth that constitutes the
starting points of the Juche idea?

One of the starting points of the Juche idea is
that the masses are the masters of the revolution
and one can emerge victorious in the revolution
only by going among them to educate, organize
and mobilize them.

Another one is that one should carry out the
revolution with one’s own faith and on one’s own
responsibility, not by someone else’s approval or
directive, and resolve all the problems arising in
the revolution independently and creatively.

4. What is the philosophical principle of the
Juche idea?

The Juche idea clarifies a new, man-centred
philosophical principle, which is fundamentally
different from that of the preceding philosophical
ideologies.

The philosophical principle elucidated by the
Juche idea has as its major contents the fundamental
principle of the Juche idea which elucidates the
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position and role of man in the world, the essential
features of man and the man-centred viewpoint,
attitude and stand on the world.

5. What are the fundamental question of
philosophy newly raised by the Juche idea?

The Juche idea newly raised the fundamental
question of philosophy with man at the centre.

In the past, the relationship between material
and consciousness was raised and discussed as the
fundamental question of philosophy.

As the issue of origin of the world had been
clarified by materialism, the Juche idea set the
position and role of man in the world as the
fundamental question of philosophy and gave
a scientific answer to the question of who is the
master of the world.

6. What is the fundamental principle of the
Juche idea?

The Juche idea elucidates the fundamental
principle which gives a scientific answer to the
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issue of the position and role of man in the world.
The fundamental principle of the Juche idea is
that man is the master of everything and decides
everything.
The entire system and contents of the Juche idea
are based on the philosophical principle that man is
the master of everything and decides everything.

7. What does the concept of master referred
to by the Juche idea stand for?

Master, referred to by the Juche idea, stands
for the dominator of the world that lives while
subjugating its surrounding world to its will and
demands, and the one that carves out its destiny in
accordance with its will and demands.

8. What does it mean that man is the master
of everything?

That man is the master of everything means
that he is the master of the world and of his
own destiny.

That man is the master of the world means that
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he is not a being that is subordinated to the world
surrounding him, but a being that makes it serve
him to meet his will and demands.

That man is the master of his own destiny
means that he is a being that is responsible for
his own destiny and shapes it according to his
will.

9. What does it mean that man decides
everything?

That man decides everything means that he
plays the decisive role in transforming the world
and shaping his destiny.

Thatman plays the decisive role in transforming
the world means that he has great strength with
which to transform the world and that his activity
regulates the development of the world.

That man plays the decisive role in shaping
his own destiny means that, of the various factors
that contribute to shaping his destiny, his activity
plays the decisive role.
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10. What is social being, as elucidated by
the Juche idea?

That man is the social being means that he is
a being that lives and acts in a social community,
having relations with society.

Man is the one and only social being in the
world.

This implies that he is a being that lives in
social relations. This term is used to distinguish
man from a natural being.

Social wealth or social relations do not belong
to social being.

Social wealth and social relations do not exist
in nature; they are created and used in society.
Social wealth, to all intents and purposes, is
created and used in the course of man living and
acting in a social community. Social relations, too,
are formed and developed by man as demanded
by social life.

Man is the one and only being in the world
that forms a social collective and lives in social
relations. Accordingly, he is the one and only
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social being in the world.

11. What are the essential features of man,
as defined by the Juche idea?

That man is a social being is the starting point
of Juche-oriented explanation about the essential
features of man.

The essential features of man are those
intrinsic to man that are fundamentally different
from those of other material beings.

Based on the fact that man is a social being,
the Juche idea makes clear the essential features
of man in a scientific way.

The essential features of man, as defined by
the Juche idea, are independence, creativity and
consciousness.

12. What does independence mean?

Independence is an attribute of a social being
that is desirous of living and developing in an
independent way as master of the world and his
own destiny.
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On the strength of this attribute, man fights to
get free from the restrictions of nature, opposes
all sorts of subordination of society, and strives to
make everything serve himself.

First, independence is an attribute of man who
opposes all sorts of restrictions and subordination
and is desirous of living and developing freely.

It is also an attribute of man who strives to
make everything in the world serve himself.

Independence finds its expression in the
fact that man raises independent demands and
endeavours to materialize them.

The decisive factor in defining this attribute is
an independent ideological consciousness.

This means that whether or not man raises
independent demands and makes efforts to
this end, to which degree he puts forward the
independent demands, and how he launches the
struggle to materialize them are defined by the
independent ideological consciousness.
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13. Why does independence become the
lifeblood of man?

When independence is referred to as man’s life
and soul, it means socio-political independence.

Socio-political independence is the nature of
man who is desirous of living and developing
independently as a genuine master of the state and
society, free from all kinds of social subordination.

Man’s independence reflects the independent
aspirations and demands of a social being in
relationship with nature, society and himself.
Socio-political ~ independence  reflects  the
independent aspirations and demands of a social
being in socio-political life.

That socio-political independence is the
lifeblood of a social being means that he can lead
a life worthy of man only when he fully exercises
his political freedom and rights as an equal
master of society, free from all kinds of social
subordination.

Socio-political independence is, above all, the
basic factor determining the dignity and value of
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a social being.

Realizing socio-political independence is a
prerequisite for realizing the essential demands
of man who is desirous of living as the master of
nature and himself.

14. What does creativity mean?

Creativity is an attribute of a social being
that transforms the world and shapes his destiny
purposefully and consciously.

This attribute is manifested in the fact that man
conducts creative activities with creative abilities.
That man has creativity means that he has
creative abilities with which to transform nature
and society to meet his demands. As he has the
creative abilities he becomes the most powerful
being in the world and transforms nature and
society to make them useful and beneficial to him.

Creativity is, above all, an attribute of man
who transforms nature and society to make them
more useful and beneficial to him by changing the
old into the new.
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It is also an attribute of man who makes nature
and society more useful and beneficial to him
while continuously inventing the new.

Creativity finds its expression in the fact that
man fosters and gives full play to his creative
abilities. The basic factor determining creativity
is sci-tech knowledge.

15. What does consciousness mean?

Consciousness is an attribute of a social being
that determines all his endeavours to understand
and reshape the world and himself.

By virtue of consciousness, man understands
the world and the law of its motion and
development, and reshapes and advances nature
and society as he desires.

Consciousness is, above all, an attribute of
a social being, which regulates his activities to
understand the world and himself.

The course during which man understands
the essence of the objective world and the law of
its motion and development, as well as his own
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demands and interests, is not a passive reflection
of the phenomena and things but a purposeful
and intentional course which is regulated by
consciousness.

Consciousness is also an attribute of a social
being, which regulates his activities to reshape the
world and himself.

Just like his cognitive activities, man’s
practical activities, too, are a purposeful course
regulated by consciousness.

Consciousness regulates and controls man
so that he can successfully conduct his practical
activities to transform nature and society in the
direction of realizing his independent demands
and interests.

Consciousness finds its expression in the fact
that man acts purposefully under the control of
consciousness.

16. What is the relationship between
independence and freedom?
Independence is the most essential feature

which constitutes the lifeblood of man, a social
being. Freedom is an expression of independence
which has come true.

As he has the attribute of independence,
man opposes the restrictions by nature and
subordination by society and wants to live freely
and develop as the master of the world.

Independence is the basis of freedom, and
freedom is a condition for realizing independence
and providing an independent life.

If man has no independence, it offers no room
for argument about the word freedom.

Freedom is peculiar only to man who regards
independence as his lifeblood and intrinsic
attribute.

Freedom is unthinkable separated from
independence as an attribute of human being, and
it is impossible to say about freedom separated
from independence. The preciousness of freedom
can be explained by the fact that independence is
the lifeblood of a social being.

Independence cannot be realized unless
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freedom is guaranteed. It is self-evident that
independence cannot come true under the
situation in which there is no freedom.

17. What is the difference between the
desire for independence and the physiological
requirements?

The desire for independence is the demand
for man to live and develop as the master of
the world and his destiny, free from all kinds of
subordination and restrictions.

The physiological requirements refer to the
needs of an organism for maintaining its life.

In practice, any other organisms, except
human being, cannot raise intentionally the
factor needed in keeping their lives.

The physiological requirements of organisms
are immutable as they are an inherent quality.

Man is an independent being. However, as he
is also a living organism, he can say about his
physiological requirements.

In the final analysis, the physiological
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requirements of man are to keep his living
organism.

Man’s desire for independence is not merely
for keeping his physical life but for living and
developing as the master of the world. It is not
an inborn demand but a desire that has been
formed and developed socially and historically
in the course of living and acting in social
relations. Therefore, the desire for independence
is diametrically different from the physiological
requirements.

Man’s social life and activities are always
conducted under specific conditions and
environment and with the help of certain means.
Andifmanis to live and develop independently, he
should be provided with means and conditions to
this end. Accordingly, his desire for independence
is always related with a specific object.

For this reason, his desire for independence
contains different and specific contents according
to the object he has to cope with.

Man establishes relations with diversified
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objects in the course of practical social activities
and social life, but they can largely be classified
into the relations with nature, society and himself.

From such a point of view, man’s desire for
independence is classified into those of becoming
the master of nature, society and himself.

18. What is the correlation between
independence, creativity and consciousness?

As the essential features of man, independence,
creativity and consciousness differ from one
another, yet they are closely related with one
another.

First, independence is closely related with
creativity.

Creativity cannot be displayed separated
from independence, and independence cannot be
realized separated from the former. Independence
is the factor for displaying creativity, and creativity
guarantees the realization of independence.

Next, consciousness is a prerequisite and
guarantee for independence and creativity.
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That consciousness is a prerequisite for
independence and creativity means that man
can have independence and creativity as he has
consciousness.

That consciousness is a guarantee for
independence and creativity means that man can
display independence and creativity only by dint
of consciousness.

19. What is the correlation between the issue
of cultivating the creative strength of man and
that of enhancing his creative role?

The issue of cultivating the creative strength
of man is closely related with that of enhancing
his creative role.

The issue of cultivating his creative strength
is to encourage him to constantly acquire sci-tech
knowledge and improve skills, which represent
his creative abilities, while the issue of enhancing
his creative role is to encourage him to give fullest
play to them.

But his creative role is supported and
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guaranteed by his high creative abilities.

There is a saying that knowledge is power.
Only when man is well-informed, can he
perform his responsibility and role. If not, it will
be impossible for him to fully display his might.

If man is to enhance his creative role and
successfully conduct his activities to dominate
and transform the world, he should steadily
improve his creative abilities.

In this sense, man’s creative abilities can
be said to be a prerequisite and guarantee for
increasing his creative role.

20. Why do independence, creativity and
consciousness become social attributes of man?

Independence, creativity and consciousness
are attributes of man as a social being, which are
formed and developed through a socio-historical
process.

That man’s independence, creativity and
consciousness are social attributes formed and
developed through a socio-historical process
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means these are attributes formed and developed
only through the emergence and development
process of man as a social being, that is, through
the historical development process of his social
activities and social relations.

Independence, creativity and consciousness
are not attributes that are inherent in the
developed organism of man, but are those
formed through his socio-practical activities
and social relations established through these
activities and those that make continuous
development as man’s socio-practical activities
are intensified and social relations are
developed.

21. What is the viewpoint of and attitude to
the world, as elucidated by the Juche idea?

The Juche idea elucidates the viewpoint
of and attitude to the world with man at the
centre.

The viewpoint of and attitude to the world, as
defined by the Juche idea, are the man-centred
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viewpoint and attitude of putting man at the
centre of all the cognitive and practical activities,
thinking of everything with man at the centre and
making them serve him.

The viewpoint and attitude have two aspects:
one is that of approaching the world in the
interests of man and the other is approaching the
change and development of the world with the
main emphasis put on man’s activities.

22. What is the essence of the world, as
elucidated by the Juche idea?

The essence of the world, as elucidated by the
Juche idea, is that the world is dominated and
transformed by man.

That the world is composed of materials and
undergoes constant change and development is
the general characteristics of the material world
elucidated in the earlier stage of philosophical
development.

As the general characteristics of the material
world were elucidated, the Juche idea viewed the
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characteristics of today’s world that exists and
changes in relation with man as the question about
the essence of the world, and gave an answer to
this question.

In relation with man, the issue of the essence
of the world is that of what kind of relations the
world has with man. As the world is composed of
man and his surroundings, the issue of the essence
of the world, therefore, is that of man and his
relations with the surroundings.

That the world is dominated and transformed
by man is the essential characteristics of the world
elucidated with man at the centre and in relation
with him.

23. What is the originality of the Juche-
based outlook on the essence of the world?

The originality of the Juche-based outlook on
the essence of the world is, above all else, that
the essential characteristics of the world were
elucidated for the first time in history since the
world has undergone transformation after the
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emergence of man.

The issue of the essence of the world
constitutes the main content of an outlook on
the world. So, historically many philosophers
raised it as an important issue and discussed it.
However, none correctly elucidated the essence
of the world.

The Marxist philosophy elucidated the
general characteristics of the material world, but
not the essential characteristics of today’s world
where man lives.

The world has witnessed a fundamental change
in its appearance since the emergence of man in
the material world.

After his emergence, a new relationship, which
is fundamentally different from simple interaction
among natural beings, has characterized the
world.

This new relationship is the one between man
and his surroundings.

With his emergence, an unprecedented, new
relationship of dominating and transforming and
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being dominated and transformed appeared.

Putting man at the centre and clarifying the
essential relations between man and the world
surrounding him, the Juche idea elucidated the
fundamental characteristics of the world after
the emergence of man. Herein lies an aspect of
the originality of the Juche-based outlook on the
essence of the world.

The other aspect of the originality lies in the
fact that the Juche-based outlook elucidated the
essence of the world on the basis of scientific
clarification of the essential features of man.

The preceding philosophies failed to elucidate
the essence of the world with man at the centre
mainly because they failed to establish a scientific
understanding of man.

If man is not regarded as a social being with
independence, creativity and consciousness but
as a part of the world, a material whole, it is
impossible to correctly establish and elucidate
the issue of relationship between the world
and man.
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On the basis of elucidation of the essential
features of man for the first time in history, the
Juche idea clarified the essential relationship
between man and the world, thus giving a scientific
answer to the view on the essence of the world.
Thus, the essential characteristics of the world
that the world is dominated and transformed by
man were clearly elucidated.

24. In what aspect is the fundamental
principle of the Juche idea different from the
Juche-based view on the essence of the world?

The essence of the world and the fundamental
principle of the Juche idea are closely related with
each other.

The fundamental principle of the Juche idea
gives an answer to the issue of the relationship
between the world and man, whereas the essence
of the world gives an understanding of the essential
characteristics and appearance of the world.

The fundamental principle of the Juche idea
is a principle which runs through the Juche-
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based philosophy as a whole, constituting the
quintessence of the relevant philosophical idea,
while the principle that elucidated the essence of
the world is an important one of the philosophical
outlook on the world.

The fundamental principle of the Juche idea
constitutes the basis of the world outlook of
the philosophical idea, while the essence of
the world is the principle elucidated by the
fundamental principle of the Juche idea.

Therefore, the Juche idea defined it as its
fundamental principle that man is the master of
everything and decides everything, and specified
it as the Juche-based view on the essence of the
world that the world is dominated and transformed
by man.

25. What does it mean that the world is
dominated by man?

That the world is dominated by man is the
principle that elucidated the position of master
in the relations between man and the world
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surrounding him.

That the world is dominated by man means
that the things and phenomena in the world
surrounding him are used and subjugated to
realize the independent demands and interests
of man.

This specifies an aspect of the essential
relationship between man and the world
surrounding him with man at the centre.

Before the emergence of man, the world had
no relations of domination and subjugation.

It was a world with only natural beings that
simply depended on and restricted one another.

It had no being dominating another, no
being that actively established relations with the
surrounding world and subjugated it.

However, man is not simply a part of the world
but an outstanding being, most advantageous and
powerful, as an independent being. So the world
is dominated by him.

That the world is dominated by man does not
mean that all the things and phenomena in the
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world are dominated by man in reality.

There are still myriads of things and phenomena
in the world that are out of human domination.

However, these things and phenomena will all
be put under man’s domination as the demand for
independence and creative abilities of man grow
with the development of history. And the sphere of
domination will expand wider and wider with the
things and phenomena out of man’s domination
continuously being put under his domination.

In the sense that all the things and phenomena
in the world are used and subjugated by man, it is
said that the world is dominated by man.

26. Why is the world transformed by man?

It is because man is a creative being with
creativity as one of his essential features.

That the world is transformed by man means the
things and phenomena in the world surrounding
him are transformed by his purposeful and
conscious activities as suited to his demand.

Creativity is an attribute of man as the
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transformer of the world, and there exists no
being other than man that can transform the world
purposefully and consciously into the world that
can serve it.

Animals, of course, are capable of living and
developing, but to all intents and purposes, this is
an instinct for living and developing by making
use of the conditions given naturally.

However developed the animals are, the
natural beings have no creative abilities and they
cannot play the role of transforming the world.

In contrast, man not only makes use of the
naturally-given environment and conditions
of the surrounding world but also understands
purposefully and consciously the essence of the
surrounding world and its law of motion and
actively transforms them into those more suitable
for himself and uses them.

Like this, because he has creativity as his
feature, man transforms the world into that for
himself, a world serving him better.
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27. What is the law of the change and
development of the world, as defined by the
Juche idea?

The Juche idea newly defined the law of the
development of the world with man at the centre.

The law of the development of the world, as
defined by the Juche idea, is that of domination
and transformation of the world by man. The
development of nature and society is, in essence,
the transformation by man as the dominator and
transformer of the world. Therefore, the law of
the development of the world is just that of the
domination and transformation of the world
by man.

The law of the domination and
transformation of the world by man reflects the
essential and inevitable link between man’s
activities for dominating and transforming
the world and the development of nature
and society.

The law of the development of the world has
as its main contents the development of the world
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by positive activities of man, the development
of the world towards serving man and the
rapid development of the world following the
development of man.

28. What does it mean that the world is
transformed by man’s positive activities?

That the world is transformed by man’s
positive activities represents the law that clarifies
the main factor of domination, transformation
and development of the world by man.

It means that the world is transformed into
that for man by his independent, creative and
conscious activities.

The world does not change into the one for
man of its own accord, and beings other than man
are incapable of transforming the world.

On the basis of his requirements and calculation
of the actual conditions, man selects the objects
for dominating, transforming and developing the
world and sets the goal, task, means and methods
to this end.
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He not only makes a plan of dominating,
transforming and developing the world but also
struggles to transform the world by tapping all the
available conditions and possibilities.

Of course, various material means are also
involved in the domination and transformation
of the world. Such material and technical
means cannot be neglected as they help enhance
man’s role in dominating and transforming the
world.

However, it is the positive activities and role
of man that decide what kind of material and
technical means are involved in dominating,
transforming and developing the world and what
effect they have on the process.

29. What is the correlation between the
transformation and development of the world
by man and the development of the world
surrounding him?

The transformation and development of
the world by man presupposes that the world
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surrounding him changes and develops according
to its intrinsic law.

The transformation and development of the
world by man is possible only when all the things
in the surrounding world change and develop
according to a certain law.

However, the change and development of the
motion of the surrounding world itself is of no
significance; they can be correctly recognized and
used only through the purposeful and conscious
activities of man and have an impact on the
transformation and development of the world.

Therefore, what is decisive in transforming
and developing the world is the purposeful and
conscious activities of man, a creative being, and
it is inconceivable to transform and develop the
world without these activities.

30. What does it mean that the world
develops in the direction of serving man?

It means that nature and society are transformed
in such a way as to better serve the purpose of
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realizing man’s independence.

That the world develops in the direction of
serving man is the law elucidating the main
direction of the development of the world, which
reflects the inevitable relations between man’s
activities and the direction of the development of
the world.

Development of the world in the direction
of serving man is the characteristic of the
development of the world taking place in
relationship with man.

First, nature, which used to make a
spontaneous change, is inevitably transformed in
the direction of serving man if man’s activities
are involved.

Next, society is transformed in the direction
of serving man with the intensification of man’s
activities.

As all the activities of man are directed to
realizing his ever-increasing independent demand
with the aim of realizing independence, it is the
main direction of the developing world to move
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in the direction of serving him better.

31. What does it mean that the world rapidly
develops following the development of man?

The world makes rapid development following
the development of man.

This means that as man’s independent
ideological consciousness and creative abilities
develop faster, the world makes a more rapid
development.

Making a rapid development is the
characteristic of the world developing in
relations with man.

First, with man’s creative abilities for
conquering nature increasing rapidly, nature is
transformed at a faster speed.

Next, as man’s abilities for transforming
society increase rapidly, society is transformed at
a faster speed.

The world is developed rapidly by man
because man, dominator and transformer of the
world, has abilities for rapid development.
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32. Why is the world transformed only with
the development of man?

Man’s development is, in a word, development
of his independent ideological consciousness
and creative abilities.

The world is dominated and transformed
only in keeping with the level and speed of
development of man. In other words, domination
and transformation of the world separated
from man’s development or ahead of man’s
development is inconceivable.

The speed of development of man is just the
speed of his activities getting faster and the speed
of development of the world.

Unlike other material beings in the surrounding
world, man makes rapid development and is
capable of it.

He transforms nature, develops society and,
at the same time, develops himself into a more
powerful being.

In the course of his creative activities to
transform the world, man raises higher demands
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for independence. And he acquires richer scientific
and technical knowledge and skills and promotes
closer social cooperation.

By relying on the material and technical
means that increase and are updated as the days
go by, he further intensifies his creative activities.

In this way, man develops and, in the course
of his role getting enhanced in dominating and
transforming the world, his level of domination
and transformation of the world gets higher, the
speed getting faster.

33. What does it mean that the world should
be approached in the interests of man?

It means approaching the world from the
standpoint of ensuring that everything serves
man, the dominator of the world, better.

In other words, it means putting it forward as
the supreme principle to analyze and evaluate
everything with man’s interests as the standard
and defend his right to independence and his
interests in all activities.
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34. What are the basic requirements in
approaching the world in the interests of
man?

The basic requirements in adopting the
viewpoint and attitude of approaching the world
in the interests of man were established on the
basis that the results of human activities are
determined by the purpose and the course of the
activities to achieve the purpose.

That is, the basic requirements were formulated
from the standpoint that, in order to fully realize
the interests of man in all activities, the purpose
of activities should be set in his interests
and the course of these activities conducted
accordingly.

One of the basic requirements is to set and
realize the objectives of the cognitive and practical
activities of man in his interests.

Another basic requirement is to subordinate and
solve all problems arising in the course of cognitive
and practical activities in the interests of man.
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35. What does it mean to approach the
change and development of the world with
man’s activities at the centre?

It means approaching the change and
development of the world from the viewpoint of
the positive activities of man, the transformer of
the world.

In other words, it means that the role of man
should be regarded as the decisive factor in the
transformation of the world and all problems
resolved by dint of his creative wisdom and strength.

Man is the decisive factor in transforming
the world, and only man can transform the
world. It is none other than man who demands
the transformation of the world and is capable
of transforming it. The objective factors can, to
all intents and purposes, have an influence on
the transformation of the world only when man
recognizes and uses them. If man badly demands
it and is fully prepared for it, he can surely realize
any transformation and change even in the face of
unfavourable objective conditions.
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36. What are the basic requirements
in adopting the viewpoint and attitude of
approaching the change and development of
the world with man’s activities at the centre?

One of the basic requirements is to regard it as
the first process of all activities to train man to be
a more powerful being.

To what extent man’s activities are
strengthened in the transformation of nature and
society is defined by the level of his consciousness
of independence and creative abilities.

What is fundamental in regarding it as the
first process to train man to be a more powerful
being is to direct primary efforts to education, the
training of talents.

Another basic requirement is to resolve all
problems arising in the transformation of the
world in such a way as to enhance the creative
role of man.

The basic method for steadily enhancing
man’s creative role is to intensify ideological and
political work.
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37. What are the socio-historical principles
clarified by the Juche idea?

The socio-historical principles clarified
by the Juche idea, based on the man-centred
philosophical principle, are that the subject of
social history is the masses and that the socio-
historical movement is the independent, creative
and conscious movement of the masses.

The most basic of the Juche-oriented socio-
historical principles is that the masses are the
subject of social history.

38. What is the difference between the
Juche-oriented socio-historical principles and
the materialistic view of history?

The Juche idea applied the man-centred
philosophical principle to social history for the
first time in history, thus establishing the people-
centred socio-historical principles.

The socio-historical principles of the Juche
idea clarify the inherent characteristics of society
that is fundamentally different from nature, and
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the particular law of social movement that is
fundamentally different from the motion of nature.

But the principle of the materialistic view of
history is that it applies the principles of dialectical
materialism to social history.

Based on it, the principle proved that society
is as objective as nature and that the social
movement is a process of natural history.

The principle of the materialistic view of
history explains the common features of nature
and society and those of the natural motion and
the social movement, but it fails to expound the
essence of society and the particular law of the
social movement.

39. What is the concept of Juche?

As the basic category of the Juche idea,
the concept of Juche, or subject, refers to what
conducts the activities to dominate and transform
the world on its own initiative and purposefully
and consciously, as well as the main factor that
promotes the activities.
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In the past, the concept of subject was
discussed mainly from the viewpoint that it is the
basis of a being and movement and its performer.

It now means the decisive factor which initiates
and promotes the socio-historical movement as
the master responsible for historical development,
not merely as the basis of something and the
performer of a movement, that is, the decisive
factor which proactively initiates the development
of social movement and regulates the action of all
factors that participate in it.

First, the Juche idea uses the concept of Juche
as a category that represents the starting point
of the philosophical outlook on the world. The
Juche-based philosophical principle defined the
concept, above all, as a category that represents
man who is in charge of recognizing and
transforming the world. It not only defined man
as Juche but clarified that he is a social being
with independence, creativity and consciousness.
In this way, it elucidated the reason why man is
the subject and made clear the characteristics of
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the subject’s activities in a comprehensive way,
thus perfecting the category of Juche. Next, it
uses the concept as a category that characterizes
the principles, viewpoints and attitudes clarified
with man at the centre and, furthermore, the
philosophical outlook on the world as a whole.
Second, the Juche idea uses the concept as the
basic category of the socio-historical principles.
In the socio-historical principles the concept of
Juche is a category that represents the masses, the
creators of history and the performer and driving
force of the social movement. The Juche-oriented
socio-historical principles clarified for the first
time in history that the social movement has the
subject, and proved that the masses, who are the
social collective that embodies independence,
creativity and consciousness and represent the
cause and driving force of the social movement,
are the subject of the social movement and
history. It also gave a profound explanation about
the position and role of the masses in the social
movement and the law governing its development.
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In particular, it perfected the absolutely scientific
understanding of the subject of the social
movement by clarifying afresh the law of the
subject of history and the social movement
developing into the independent subject of
history and the revolution, and the essence of the
independent subject of history and the revolution.

Third, the Juche idea uses the concept as
the category which represents the Juche idea
as a whole or the principles to be observed in
embodying its requirements. In case it means
the Juche idea as a whole or the principles to
be observed in embodying its requirements, it
represents the term of establishing the Juche
orientation. Establishing the Juche orientation
means, in a broad sense, thoroughly applying
the Juche idea to all fields of the revolution and
construction and, in a narrow sense, embodying
the guiding principles of the Juche idea and, in
particular, maintaining the independent and
creative stands with the attitude of masters
towards the revolution and construction.
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40. What is society composed of?

The Juche idea gives the most correct
understanding of society by regarding man as
the most important component of society and
clarifying his relations with other components of
society.

Society is a collective of people. In other
words, it is the community in which people live,
linked together with social wealth and social
relations.

The components of society include man, social
wealth and social relations.

41. Why are social relations a hallmark for
characterizing a social being?

Man is the most powerful master of the world
as he lives in social relations.

He forms a social community by establishing
social relations.

Without social relations, a social community
cannot exist.

The strength and wisdom of an individual
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are poor and limited, but the strength and
wisdom of a social community are powerful
and infinite.

Only by relying on the strength and wisdom of
the collective can man exist and develop.

By establishing social relations, man can form
a social community and become a social being
who understands and transforms the world, living
as a member of the community.

By doing so, he can maintain social ties
with others and share experience and knowledge
with others.

Through social relations, man establishes
certain ties not only with his contemporaries
but also with the people of the former and
coming generations, and acquires advanced
ideas, sci-tech knowledge and experience or
makes rational use of various material and
cultural wealth, thus transforming the world
and shaping his own destiny. Separated from
social relations, man can neither conduct
activities in society nor live as the most powerful
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being in the world and the master of the world.

42. Why does man constitute a major
component of society?

Unlike nature, society cannot exist separated
from man. With the advent of man in the
protracted course of evolution of nature, society
emerged in the world that had been composed
of nature alone, and the world embraced society
along with nature.

The advent of man precisely led to the birth
of society, and there can be no society separated
from man.

To form a collective and lead a collective
life is the mode of existence peculiar to man, a
social being. Only when he forms a collective and
conducts collective activities can man maintain
his existence and dominate and transform the
world. The essential feature of society, different
from that of nature, is that it is a community of
people who gather together for their existence and
development.
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Therefore, man constitutes the most important
component of society.

43. What is social relationship and why is
it an essential condition for the existence and
development of society?

Social relationship is the way in which people
are connected with one another in social life.

There should be a definite order for people
to form a community and conduct social life,
which involves collective activities. Society is a
large group of countless people, and people form
a community in which they conduct joint social
activities.

There is a set order whereby people are
connected with one another and conduct social
life; this is social relationship.

Social relationship is divided into three
categories—political, economic and ideological
and cultural-according to which realm of social
life it is forged on.

The reason why social relationship is
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an essential condition for the existence and
development of society is that only through social
relationship a community of people can be formed
and developed.

Only when they live and work by forging
social relationship can people form society
and develop it by displaying their collective
strength.

44. Why is man the master of society?

Man is the master of society.

This means that man is the master of social
wealth and social relations.

It is man who demands and creates social
wealth. Without man no social wealth can be
created, and this wealth is valuable only when
it serves man. Social wealth is created and
developed only through the creative activities of
people to meet their demands in life.

Also, man forges social relations proactively
and improves it constantly for his existence and
development.
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Man can live and develop only in social
relations, so he intrinsically demands social
relations and acts purposefully and consciously
to forge them. The types of social relations
differ from one another in character, level and
content, but all of them are formed and improved
by man. The higher man’s independent demand
and creative abilities grow, the more progressive
social relations become.

As explained above, man becomes the master
of society because he is the master of social
wealth and of social relations.

45. What does the subject of history, as
defined by the Juche idea, mean?

The masses are the subject of history.

This means that they stand at the centre of
history and propel the socio-historical movement.

46. What is the question of the subject of
history about?
The question of the subject of history is that
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of a force that initiates and propels the socio-
historical movement purposefully.

This question has two essential aspects.

One aspect is whether or not there is a force
that actively initiates and propels the socio-
historical movement.

In other words, it is whether the socio-historical
movement is a natural movement that occurs
through the interaction of materials, or a movement
that is propelled purposefully by a force.

How this question is solved decides the
question of whether or not there are laws inherent
in the socio-historical movement, which are
distinct from those governing a natural movement.

The other aspect is who is the subject of the
socio-historical movement.

How this question is solved defines the general
content of the outlook on social history, including
the law of social development.

The Juche-oriented outlook on social history
sets the masses as the subject of history by
scientifically clarifying the law inherent in social
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development with the masses at the centre.

47. What kind of social collective are the
masses?

The masses are a social collective formed
mainly with the working people and on the basis of
the community of their demand for independence
and their creative activities.

The masses are the collective of the people
who, being desirous of living independently, take
part in the creative activities to transform nature,
society and man.

Working people make up the majority of the
masses.

Working people are the classes and social
strata of the people who render a substantial
contribution to social development through their
creative activities.

The masses are also called the working
masses in the sense that they are a major
component of the masses.
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48. What is the basic criterion for judging
whether a man is a member of the masses?

The basic criterion for judging whether a man
is a member of the masses is not his social and
class origin, but his ideas.

The ideological foundation on which to unite
the people from all walks of life into the masses
is love for their country, fellow people and
nation, as well as the socialist and communist
ideology.

In deciding whether a man is a member of the
masses or not, it is necessary to consider his social
and class background, but this is not an absolute
yardstick.

A man’s ideology is not merely influenced by
his social and class background; if he receives
revolutionary influence and acquires the socialist
and communist ideology, a man can serve the
masses whatever his social and class background
may be.

Love for one’s country, fellow people and nation
is a universal idea acceptable to all social beings.
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A man who loves his country, fellow people
and nation can serve them and become a member
of the masses.

49. Why are the masses the subject of
history?

The masses are the subject of history because
they create everything in society and advance
history.

A key hallmark of those responsible for the
social movement is that they create and develop
everything in society.

Only those who, being responsible for
the social movement, create and develop
everything necessary for the existence and
development of society can become the subject
of history.

Among the various classes and groups in
society, the masses are the only collective that
creates social wealth and transforms and advances
social relations.

First, the masses transform nature, develop
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productivity and create material wealth.

They also create ideological and cultural
wealth and transform and develop social relations
and social system.

50. What is the relationship between the
independent subject of history, the socio-
political organism and the motive force of the
revolution?

The independent subject of history is a term
used to distinguish it from the general subject of
history; it refers to the masses who shape history
and their destiny independently and creatively.

The independent subject of history is a socio-
political organism with eternal independent
viability, in which the leader, the party and the
masses are united organizationally, ideologically
and in moral obligation.

The socio-political organism is a socio-
political collective with independent viability.

The masses are united organizationally and
ideologically with the leader at the centre under
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the leadership of the party, and thus form a socio-
political organism with eternal independent
viability.

The motive force of the revolution is the
masses, a revolutionary force that are politically
prepared with a high level of consciousness of
independence.

Only under the guidance of the party and the
leader can the masses become an independent
subject of history, who shape their destiny
independently and creatively, and these people
are a socio-political organism that has become a
harmonious whole united around the leader.

In the final analysis, the independent subject of
history, the socio-political organism and the motive
force of the revolution are on a par as the integral
whole of the leader, the party and the masses.

51. What is the socio-class factor that
enables the masses to become the independent
subject of history?

The socio-class factor that enables the masses
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to become the independent subject of history is
the emergence of the advanced working class.

In order for the masses to become the
independent subject of history, the most advanced
and revolutionary class, which can bring about
a qualitative change in the ideological and
organizational preparedness of the masses, must
emerge from among the different classes and
social strata of the masses.

The working class is a class with a
revolutionary ability to realize not only its own
independence but also that of other masses, as its
historic mission is to realize the full independence
of the massses.

This class embodies collectivism on the
highest level and is strong in unity, organization
and revolutionary spirit.

After the emergence, on the stage of history,
of the advanced working class possessing such
features, the masses could develop into the
independent subject of history as they were
awakened and organized under the influence of
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the revolutionary ideology of the working class.

52. What is the decisive factor that enables
the masses to become the independent subject
of history?

The decisive factor that enables the masses to
become the independent subject of history is the
guidance of an outstanding leader.

If the masses are to become the independent
subject of history, they should be given correct
guidance.

How the masses are awakened to revolutionary
consciousness and organized, and how they carry
out their responsibilities and mission depend on
whether they are led properly or not.

The leader sets forth scientific revolutionary
ideas, strategies and tactics in reflection of the
demands and aspirations of the masses, and he
equips them with revolutionary ideas through the
party, thus awakening them to consciousness.

He founds a working-class party, forms various
political organizations and rallies the people of
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all social strata around them, thus preparing the
masses to be a militant force.

He puts forward the core of the revolutionary
forces, which has been selected from among the
different classes and collectives that make up the
subject of history. And then, with this core as a
model, he ensures that the masses fully acquire
the ideological and spiritual qualities befitting the
independent subject of history, and that they hold
the position as such and play its due role, come
what may.

53. What are the characteristics of the
independent subject of history?

First, the independent subject of history is an
integral whole, in which the party and the people
are united rock-solid around the leader.

The independent subject of history is
fundamentally different from all other social
groups in terms of the solidity of unity.

The independent subject of history is a solid
crystalization of moral obligation, in which the
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party and the people have achieved ideological,
volitional and organizational unity based on
the leader’s revolutionary ideology and are
firmly united with revolutionary obligation and
comradeship.

Second, the independent subject of history is a
socio-political organism with eternal independent
viability.

The viability of the independent subject
of history is an infinite one as a combination
of the wise leadership of the party and the
leader with the inexhaustible strength of
the people, and this viability is powerful
enough to realize the full independence of the
masses.

54. What is the significance of the elucidation
of the Juche-oriented socio-historical principle
that the socio-historical movement is an
independent movement of the masses?

First of all, the fundamental direction of the
socio-historical development was clarified.

In other words, it was made clear that social
history develops in the direction of realizing the
independence of the masses, the subject of social
history.

Also, the ultimate objective of the socio-
historical development was defined.

In other words, it was made clear that
the ultimate objective of the socio-historical
development is to completely realize the
independence of the masses and, accordingly,
the revolution, a social development, does not
end with the establishment of a socialist system
after the abolition of exploitative society but
achieves its ultimate objective only by building
a society where the independence of the masses
is realized.

55. What are the essential features of the
socio-historical movement, as elucidated by the
Juche idea?

The Juche idea shed a new light on the essential
features of the socio-historical movement on the
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basis of a scientific clarification of the subject of
social history.

The socio-historical movement is, in essence,
an independent, creative and conscious movement
of the masses.

56. What does it mean that the socio-
historical movement is an independent
movement of the masses?

It means that the socio-historical movement
is a struggle which the masses conduct on their
own responsibility and by their own efforts with
the basic aim of realizing their own independence.

As an independent movement of the masses,
the social movement is fundamentally aimed
at realizing the independence of the masses,
and it develops in the direction of realizing the
independence of the masses.

The struggle for the independence of the
masses is a wide-ranging, gigantic cause
involving all the realms of nature and society,
and it is a difficult and complicated undertaking
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accompanied by a fierce fight against the forces
that are bent on violating the independence of
the masses.

Only the masses are capable of transforming
nature and society and shaping their own destiny.
All the successes attained in transforming
nature, society and man are the historical results
achieved by dint of the efforts and wisdom of
the masses.

57. Why does the struggle for the
independence of the masses continue?

The demand for independence, which is
inherent in the masses, grows incessantly.

The independence of the masses is realized
through a struggle by the masses themselves, and
accordingly, the level of their independence keeps
increasing. The stronger the masses’ demand for
independence grows, the more actively the social
movement develops.

As history advances, a change of generations
takes place among the masses.
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Each generation of the masses has faithfully
carried out their mission on the historical advance
for independence.

The later generations, who will represent
the masses in the distant future of history, will
invariably follow the road of independence
because independence is their essential feature.

The masses’ aspiration and enthusiasm
for independence grows stronger with the
development of the socio-historical movement,
and their struggle for independence will further
develop.

No force will ever block the current of history
that demands the independence of the masses and
advances along the road of independence.

58. What are the realms of the masses’
movement for their independence?

The major realms of the masses’ movement
for their independence are to transform society,
nature and man.

Only when the masses are freed from social
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subordination and the fetters of nature and
outdated ideology and culture can they realize
their full independence.

Therefore, their struggle for independence is
conducted in a comprehensive way in all realms
of the transformation of society, nature and man.

59. What is the transformation of society?

The masses have made constant efforts to free
themselves from social subordination throughout
the long history of human society.

Social transformation involves the masses
working to free themselves from class and
national subjugation and create social and
political conditions for their independent life, and
develop social relations so that they can enhance
their position and role.

60. What is the transformation of nature?
The transformation of nature involves the masses
working to create material conditions for leading an
independent life without being fettered by nature.
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If he is to live and develop, man should
produce material wealth by harnessing nature.
The material wealth, the source of which can be
found in nature, constitutes the basic essentials for
the existence of man and social development.

Only by transforming and conquering nature
can man free himself from its restrictions and
create material conditions for an independent life.

Therefore, the masses’ social movement for
their independence involves transforming nature
to obtain material wealth from nature and create a
favourable natural environment.

61. What is the transformation of man?

The transformation of man involves the
masses working to create ideological and
cultural conditions for an independent life by
freeing themselves from the fetters of outdated
ideology and culture.

Only by freeing himself from the fetters of
outdated ideology and culture and possessing
independent ideological consciousness and sound
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culture can man carve out his destiny by himself
and live and work as a genuine independent
being.

62. What is the order whereby the three
aspects of transformation take place in the
course of social development?

The historical order whereby the three aspects
of transformation, namely the transformation of
society, nature and man, take place is related to
which aspect takes priority at a given stage of the
developing revolution.

These three aspects of transformation are
closely associated with one another and they
develop in a unified manner; but this does not
mean that these aspects are on the same footing at
any time of man’s social activities. Depending on
the stage of the developing revolution, one aspect
takes priority over the other two.

In exploitative society the transformation of
society, which is aimed at realizing socio-political
independence, comes to the fore.
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In socialist society the transformation of nature
and man comes first.

63. Why does the struggle for the
independence of the masses assume an
international character?

The struggle for the independence of the
masses assumes an international character.

It is mainly because this is an international
struggle, i.e., a joint struggle involving all the
countries, nations and peoples that champion
independence.

It is also because imperialists are allied
internationally, having shared interests in
trampling down the independence of the masses,
and because the oppressed nations and peoples in
the world share historic status and interests.

64. What does maintaining an independent
stand in the revolution and construction mean?
As the social movement is an independent
movement of the masses, an independent stand
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should be maintained in the revolution and
construction to defend the independence of the
masses.

Maintaining an independent stand in the
revolution and construction means that the masses
deal with the problems arising in the revolution and
construction according to their own judgment and
decision and resolve them by their own efforts.

65. What is the essence of an independent
stand?

The essence of an independent stand has two
aspects; one is that the masses exercise their rights
as the masters of the revolution and construction,
and the other is that they fulfil their responsibility
as such.

That the masses exercise their rights as the
masters of the revolution and construction means
that the masses resolve all the problems in the
revolution and construction according to their
independent judgment and decision and in their
own interests.
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That the masses fulfil their responsibility as the
masters of the revolution and construction means
that the masses resolve all the problems in the
revolution and construction on their own.

66. What is the position of establishing the
Juche orientation in ideology in the principle of
maintaining an independent stand?

Establishing the Juche orientation in ideology
is of primary importance in maintaining an
independent stand.

In order to maintain an independent stand it is
necessary to adhere to the principles of the Juche
orientation in ideology, independence in politics,
self-sufficiency in the economy and self-reliance
in national defence.

People’s ideological consciousness governs all
their activities.

Therefore, in order to give full play to the
working masses’ voluntary enthusiasm and
creative initiative in social construction, it is of
paramount importance to establish the Juche
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orientation in ideology, namely, to ensure that
the working masses take part in the revolutionary
struggle and construction work with the awareness
of being masters.

67. What does it mean that the social
movement is a creative movement of the masses?

It means that the social movement is a
movement in which the masses make constant
efforts to transform and develop nature and society.

In other words, the social movement is a
struggle of the masses to eliminate everything
outdated and reactionary and to create something
new and progressive by dint of their own creative
abilities.

68. Why is the social movement a creative
movement of the masses?

It is because the masses are creative beings
with creativity as one of their essential features.

Being creative by nature, the masses demand
that everything outdated is eliminated and
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something new created.

This demand is derived from their aspiration
for independence.

In order to satisfy their demand for
independence, the masses constantly conduct
creative activities for the transformation of
nature and society.

As they have the creative abilities to transform
nature and society, the masses can be successful in
these creative activities.

Thus, the social movement makes progress
thanks to the creative activities of the masses.

69. What are the characteristics of the
creative movement of the masses?

The first characteristic of the masses’
creative movement is that it is accompanied by
struggle.

All social changes and progress made by
humanity throughout history are fruits of their
creative struggle.

Another characteristic is that it is the process
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of the masses training themselves to be more
powerful beings.

The masses have transformed nature and
developed society and, at the same time,
developed their creative abilities.

The process of creative activities of the masses
is the process of displaying their accumulated
creative strength as well as developing their
creative abilities to a higher level.

70. What does maintaining a creative stand
in the revolution and construction mean?

As the social movement is a creative
movement of the masses, they should always
maintain a firm creative stand in the struggle to
transform nature and society.

To maintain a creative stand in the revolution
and construction means to resolve all problems
arising in the revolution and construction
creatively in keeping with the specific conditions
of one’s own country by relying on the creative
abilities of the masses.
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71. What does it mean that the social
movement is a conscious movement of the
masses?

It means that it is a movement which begins
and develops by the ideological consciousness
of the masses.

In other words, the social movement is an
activity and struggle which is initiated by the
masses who are ideologically awakened and
propelled by their ideological and spiritual
strength.

72. What is the role the independent
ideological consciousness plays in the social
movement and the development of history?

The independent ideological consciousness is
the consciousness of man that he is the master of
his own destiny and his determination to shape his
destiny by his own efforts.

The independent ideological consciousness
plays a decisive role in the social and revolutionary
movements.
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This means that the independent ideological
consciousness is the basic factor that defines
the role of all people in the revolution and
construction.

The independent ideological consciousness
encourages the people to turn out in the struggle
to defend and realize their interests with a correct
class stand and attitude, and inspires them to
develop the revolutionary movement victoriously
by displaying their strong will and fighting
efficiency.

73. What does placing the main stress
on man’s ideology in the revolution and
construction mean?

As the revolutionary movement is a conscious
movement, it is necessary to maintain the
principle of always holding fast to man’s ideology
as the main thing in the revolutionary struggle and
construction.

This means that decisive importance should
be attached to the ideological factor and all
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problems resolved by enhancing the role of man’s
ideological consciousness.

Attaching decisive importance to the
ideological factor means paying primary
attention to people’s ideology and making
all other conditions of the revolution and
construction matured by relying on the
ideological factor.

Resolving everything by enhancing the role
of ideological consciousness means resolving
all problems arising in the revolution and
construction by motivating the people’s ideology,
not by technical, business-like or administrative
methods.

74. What are the guiding principles
elucidated by the Juche idea?

The Juche idea elucidates the guiding
principles to be adhered to in the revolutionary
movement.

The guiding principles are the principles of
maintaining an independent stand, applying
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creative methods, and placing the main stress on
ideology in the revolution and construction.

75. What is the principle of maintaining an
independent stand?

The principle of maintaining an independent
stand is to maintain and apply independence in
the activities of the party and the state.

The content of this principle is to maintain
and apply the Juche orientation in ideology,
independence in politics, self-sufficiency in the
economy and self-reliance in national defence.

This principle encourages the masses to
maintain their position as the masters of the
revolution and construction.

76. What does establishing the Juche
orientation in ideology mean?

Establishing the Juche orientation in ideology
is the principle of applying independence in the
ideological field.

This means encouraging man to have the
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consciousness of being the master of the
revolution and construction, and the view and
attitude of considering and doing everything
centring on the revolution of one’s own country
and resolving all the problems by one’s own
wisdom and efforts.

77. Why should the Juche orientation be
established in ideology?

This is because the revolution and construction
are people’s conscious activities and the success
in them is determined by their ideology.

Only when the Juche orientation is established
in ideology can the principle of independence
in politics, self-sufficiency in the economy and
self-reliance in national defence be implemented
successfully; and the party and people of
each country can carry out the revolution and
construction in a responsible manner with the
attitude of being masters.
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78. What is necessary to establish the Juche
orientation in ideology?

People should arm themselves with the
independent revolutionary ideology and the lines
and policies of their party.

They should also be well versed in their own
things, value them and give prominence to them.

They should have a high sense of national
dignity and revolutionary pride.

They should develop their national culture and
raise their cultural and technical qualifications.

They should combat the worship of big powers
and all other outdated ideologies.

79. What is the principle of independence in
politics?

The principle of independence in politics
is the principle of embodying independence in
politics.

It means administering politics that defends
national independence and sovereignty of the people
and their interests and that relies on their strength.
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80. Why should independence be maintained
in politics?

First, politics is a field of decisive importance
in social life.

And political independence is the first
hallmark and lifeblood of an independent
sovereign state.

It is also because all the problems of the
revolution and construction are related directly
with politics.

81. What are the requirements in applying
the principle of independence to politics?

First of all, an independent government should
be established.

And one’s own political forces should be
built up.

It is also important to work out the lines and
policies independently according to one’s own
decisions based on one’s own guiding ideology,
and put them into practice.

Complete sovereignty and equality should be
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exercised in foreign relations.

82. What is the principle of self-sufficiency
in the economy?

The principle of self-sufficiency in the economy
is the principle of applying independence in the
economic field.

To maintain this principle means building
an economy which does not rely on others, but
develops on its own.

In other words, it means building an economy
which serves the people of one’s own country and
develops by relying on its own resources and on
the strength of its own people.

83. Why should the principle of self-
sufficiency be applied to the economy?

First of all, it enables a country to consolidate
its political independence and live on its own,
fully ensures the establishment of the Juche

It also makes it possible to eliminate inequality

84. What is necessary to implement the
principle of self-sufficiency in the economy?

First, each country should adhere to the
principle of self-reliance in economic construction
and develop the economy in a comprehensive and
multifaceted way.

It should equip its economy with modern
technology and train native technical talents in
large numbers.

It should also build up its own raw material
and fuel bases and direct great efforts to foreign
trade.

In addition, it should improve guidance over
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and management of the economy in keeping with
the requirements of the developing reality.

85. What does implementing the principle
of self-reliance in national defence mean?

It is the principle of embodying independence
in the field of national defence.

To implement the principle of self-reliance in
national defence means defending the country by
one’s own efforts.

In other words, the people of each country
should build up a powerful defence capability for
defending themselves and resolve all problems
arising in national defence building and military
activities in conformity with their interests and the
actual conditions of their country.

86. Why should the principle of self-reliance
in national defence be maintained?

Self-reliance in national defence is a hallmark
of an independent and sovereign state.

It also constitutes a military guarantee for
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the political independence and economic self-
sufficiency of the country.

87. What is necessary to implement the
principle of self-reliance in national defence?

First, each country should have its own
revolutionary armed forces for self-defence
and establish an all-people, nationwide defence
system.

Next, it should give full play to the political
and ideological advantages of the revolutionary
armed forces and make its people acquire the
Juche-oriented view of war.

It should also build its own defence industry
and consolidate the rear.

88. How does the principle of applying the
creative method reflect the characteristics of
the revolutionary movement?

The struggle for shaping the destiny of the
masses is conducted with each country and nation
as the unit.
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Historically, there has never been a revolution
involving all humankind, separated from a
country or a nation.

The specific circumstances and conditions,
the goals of struggle to be attained and the
preparedness of the masses and their specific
thoughts and feelings differ from one country
and nation to another. So the struggle of the
masses for shaping their destiny should be
conducted in keeping with the actual situation,
assuming a thorough individuality.

Each country and nation should wage the
revolution with their own strategy and tactics
and by their own efforts to meet their demands
and interests as their revolutionary forces are
prepared; there can be no other effective method
in the struggle for carving out the destiny of
the masses.

The history of each country and nation
shaping their people’s destiny records their
blood and sweat, but there has been no precedent
of greeting a turning point in shaping their
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destiny by the strength of other countries or by
the prescription of others.

There can be no existing formula or
stereotyped methodology for universal purposes
in waging the revolution. As the principle
of maintaining the creative stand correctly
reflects the characteristics of the revolutionary
movement that is conducted with the country and
nation as the unit, it is a powerful weapon for
shaping the destiny of the masses.

89. What is the content of the principle of
applying the creative method?

The principle contains the methods of relying
on the masses and doing things in conformity
with the actual situation.

This is a principle for ensuring that the masses
play their role as masters of the revolution and
construction by applying creativity in all fields of
party and state activities and the revolution and
construction.
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90. What does relying on the masses
mean?

Relying on the masses means resolving
all problems arising in the revolution and
construction by believing in the strength of the
masses and enlisting their creativity.

91. Why should the revolution and
construction be pushed ahead with by relying
on the masses?

The masses constitute a decisive force
in pushing ahead with the revolution and
construction.

Success or failure in the revolution and
construction depends on how the creativity of the
masses is enlisted.

As the masses are the masters of the revolution
and construction and have inexhaustible creative
ability, one can successfully resolve any
difficult problems and speed up the revolution
and construction only when one relies on
them.
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Therefore, one should believe in the people,
learn from them and rouse them to action.

92. What is important in carrying out the
revolution and construction by relying on the
masses?

First, one should formulate lines and policies
by reflecting the demands and aspirations of
the masses, turn them into those of the masses
themselves, and rally the masses into a single
political force.

Next, one should fight against all outdated
things that hinder innovation, and launch mass-
based drives.

One should also establish the revolutionary
method of work and the method of working with
the masses.

93. Why should the revolution and
construction be conducted as suited to the
actual situation?

The revolutionary movement demands that
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one resolve all problems in conformity with the
changing and developing reality and the specific
conditions of one’s own country.

There is no formula for the revolution and
construction that is suitable to all eras and all
countries.

If any, it is that one should approach everything
on one’s own and deal with it by one’s own efforts.

Meanwhile, the creative activities of the
masses are always conducted under specific
conditions and circumstances.

The ideological feelings and preparedness of
the masses, the masters of creation, vary from
country to country, and the socio-economic
and material conditions under which creative
activities are conducted, differ from country to
country as well.

Therefore, one should resolve all problems
arising in the revolution and construction
creatively in conformity with the specific
conditions of one’s own country.
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94. What is the requirement in applying the
method of doing things as suited to the actual
situation in the revolution and construction?

One should make a careful calculation of
the subjective and objective conditions of the
revolution in one’s own country, define lines,
policies, strategies and tactics in conformity
with them, and approach the established
theories properly.

One should also actively explore new principles
and ways of the revolution and construction in
conformity with the historical conditions of the
times and the specific conditions of one’s own
situation, and approach others’ experiences from
a critical and creative point of view.

95. What is the content of the principle of
giving priority to ideology?

This is the principle for guaranteeing the
position and role of the masses as masters
of the revolution and construction by giving
full play to their consciousness in all fields of

The principle contains the methods of giving
priority to ideological transformation and political
work.

96. What does giving priority to ideological
transformation mean?

It means giving priority to transforming
people’s ideological consciousness and making
them genuine social beings over all other work.

97. Why should ideological transformation
be given priority?

First, ideological transformation is the main thing
in transforming people into genuine social beings.

Ideological transformation is more difficult
than the work of improving the people’s material
living conditions or raising their cultural and
technical levels.

It is also because ideological transformation is
a serious revolution.
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98. What does giving priority to political
work mean?

It means arming the masses with the party’s
lines and policies and inspiring them with
revolutionary enthusiasm before doing all other
work, so as to ensure that they carry out the
revolutionary struggle and construction work
successfully with high self-awareness and
positive attitude.

99. Why should political work be given
priority?

First, it is an essential requirement for enlisting
the creativity of the masses to the maximum in
carrying out the revolutionary tasks.

It is also because it is the intrinsic requirement
of socialist society.

100. What is the correlation between

ideological transformation and political work?

Giving priority to both ideological

transformation and political work constitutes an
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important aspect of the principle of giving priority
to ideology.

Ideological transformation and political work
are work with people, work with their ideology,
which are different from the administrative and
business work. Ideological transformation is the
work of eliminating forever the remnants of the
old society in the people’s ideological sphere
and equipping all the working people with
progressive ideology, while political work is the
work of equipping the people with the party’s
lines and policies and enlisting their political
awareness and revolutionary enthusiasm, so
that they can participate in the revolution and
construction with self-awareness and positive
attitude.
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
